
In the past Council has experi-
enced difficulties in locating 
and upgrading bus stops,  
particularly when road marking 
or the erection of a  shelter is 
involved.  The guidelines allow 
that where kerb space is  
limited due to other issues or  
obstructions, bus stops may be 
marked across driveways. 
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Weõre Bikewise! 

Anyone who thinks Roading staff focus only on vehicles with 4 
wheels should be aware that during the recent Bikewise Week, 
the Roading Unit fielded the highest number of participants 
from within PNCC (75%), with 12 out of 16 Roading staff riding. 

PNCC was first in its category [organisations of 500+ staff], with 
the most kms, coming in 9th overall in the country.  Leading by 
example, Graeme top scored the best individual performance 
with a total of 376 kms pedalled over the two week period.   

More parking spaces planned 
158 new car parks will be available in the four story car park 
building which is part of the Plaza Redevelopment project. 

Floors 1, 2 and 3 will provide short term parking for Plaza  
customers, whilst the 4th floor will provide a mixture of leased 
parking and public parking, replacing the Ashley Street Pay and 
Display car park. 

Focusing on Pedestrian Safety 
A pedestrian haven has been constructed on the north-east 
side of Park Road, a few metres away from the intersection with 
Cook Street, creating a safer route to Victoria Esplanade. 

A pedestrian haven is not a pedestrian (zebra) crossing, it is a 
facility that allows the road to be crossed in two stages.  It  
includes kerb ramps on either side especially designed for 
wheel chairs and the visually impaired, and islands in the centre 
of Park Road where pedestrians can wait until it is safe to com-
plete their crossing. 

And a number of improvements have been made to pedestrian 
crossing points in Linton Street, designed to improve pedestrian 
safety in the area, specially for children on their daily walk to 
and from school.   Feedback from earlier consultation in 2006 
was supportive of these treatments being installed and individ-
ual feedback was considered when finalising the design.   

Catching the Bus 
While bus services in Palmerston North are administered by 
Horizons Regional Council, the terminal and 523 bus stops 
throughout the city are the responsibility of PNCC. 

Ideally a bus stop should have a sealed area for passengers 
to board and disembark safely, and be able to accommodate 
the low doors and disability ramps now common on newer 
vehicles.  Signage, seats, shelter, bins, lighting, shopping  
trolley racks and cycle stands were all considered as part of 
the Bus Stop Guidelines developed in conjunction with  
Horizons and other local authorities.   16 new bus shelters will 
be installed this year.   

Innovation at Work 
The walkway between Parnell Heights and Kelvin Grove has 
been successfully surfaced with recycled seal taken from  
Tremaine Avenue [see photo below]. 

If the surface performs to expectations, recycled seal will be 
used for other walkway surfaces.
