CHANGE TO THE PALMERSTON NORTH CITY DISTRICT PLAN

You may appeal against the whole or part of the decision of the Council by lodging a Notice of
Appeal in the prescribed form with the Registrar of the Environment Court, P O Box 5027,
Wellington, and with the Council within 30 working days of the receipt by you (or the person
who filed the application or submission on your behalf), of the decision or notice of the
decision.

Clause 14 of Schedule 1 of the Resource Management Act 1991 sets out important
information as to what the appeal should state, on whom the appeal should be served, and
the time when service must take place. The appeal must also follow the form prescribed by
Form 7 of the Resource Management (Forms, Fees, and Procedure) Regulations 2003. Please

The appeal must be accompanied by a filing fee of $600 (GST inc).
