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Part I – Proposed Plan Change 13 

Description of Proposed Plan Change 

This proposed Plan Change seeks to review the policy framework and provisions of Cultural and 
Natural Heritage in Section 17 of the Palmerston North City District Plan.  The review is necessary 
as Council has an obligation under the Resource Management Act 1991 to review provisions within 
a District Plan once they have been operative for ten years.  

Proposed Plan Change 13 does not include a review of the provisions relating to Sites and Objects 
of Cultural and Natural Heritage Value to Tangata Whenua or the associated schedule.  This 
review will take place following a review of District Plan Section 3: Tangata Whenua and Resource 
Management and further engagement with Rangitane on methods for recognising and protecting 
sites and objects of cultural and natural heritage value to Tangata Whenua (waahi tapu). 

Pursuant to Section 86B, the provisions of Proposed Plan Change 13 with respect to historic 
heritage buildings and objects will have immediate legal effect. Those parts of the Plan Change 
which have immediate legal effect are shown shaded in grey. 

 
Proposed amendments to the District Plan 

The following amended District Plan text is proposed:  

 
4 Definitions 
 
Insert a new definition for Bush Remnant of Local Significance as follows: 
 

Habitats of Local 
Significance 

Indigenous bush remnants and wetlands that have amenity, intrinsic and 
cultural values.  
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17.1  Introduction 

This section of the District Plan has the primary purpose of establishing the policy framework 
and rules for safeguarding Palmerston North’s historic heritage. 
 
The Value of Heritage 
 
“Kua kaupapa i au te aroha, ma koutou e whakaoti” 
I have laid the foundation of love for your consummation. 
I have done my duty, do you likewise. 
 
From: The Statue of Te Peeti Te Awe Awe located on Te Marae O Hine in the Square. 

 
Explanation 
This whakaoti refers to Rangitane’s steadfast effort to bring about a harmonious and productive 
relationship between all the people of Palmerston North. 

 
The history of pre and post European settlement within Palmerston North has provided the City 
with a rich legacy of trees, vegetation, buildings, sites and objects of cultural and natural 
heritage value to both Māaori and non-Māaori.  Examples here range from residential,  and 
commercial and community buildings of architectural and/or historic value such as Caccia Birch 
and the Regent Theatre, through to trees and other vegetation of historic or botanical value 
located in the Victoria Esplanade. 
 
For Tangata Whenua there exist many places of sacred and historical value, such as Otangaki 
and Te Motu-a-Poutoa which, until now, have not held a position of recognition and prominence 
within the wider Palmerston North community. Whereas early European cultural and natural 
heritage consists predominantly of buildings and structures,  Maori place a tremendous value on 
physical sites which provide a strong spiritual connection.  This “hidden” connection though 
places a strong emphasis upon the metaphysical or symbolic meaning, rather than on the actual 
physical property. 
 
The identification and conservation of these identifiable elements of the City’s cultural and 
natural heritage therefore is a primary means by which their distinct values can be safeguarded 
from either disturbance, unsympathetic use or development, or outright destruction. 
 
Conservation of our cultural and natural heritage also imbues the City and its residents with a 
sense of continuity and identity through: This heritage provides the City and its residents with a 
sense of identity and continuity through: 
 

 teaching us about the past and the culture of those who came before us; 

 providing a context for community identity whereby people relate to the land and those 
who have gone before; 

 providing variety and contrast and a measure by which we can compare the 
achievements of today; 

 providing visible evidence of the continuity between past, present and future. 
 
Heritage Identification, Recognition and Conservation 
 
The City’s cultural and natural heritage is a limited resource with distinct values.  Council 
recognises the importance of ensuring that these qualities continue to be retained and 
reinforced.  The identification and conservation of these identifiable elements of the City’s 
cultural and natural heritage therefore is a primary means by which their distinct values can be 
safeguarded from either disturbance, unsympathetic use or development, or outright 
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destruction. 
 
Safeguarding historic heritage isThis is a role for everyone in the City – including iwi, land and 
building owners, community groups, and citizens.  The Council strongly supports the active 
protection and/or conservation, and adaptive reuse of places of cultural and natural heritage 
value within the cCity.   
 
The City’s cultural and natural heritage is a limited resource and the distinct values are at risk 
from either disturbance, unsympathetic use or development, or outright destruction. 
 
To ensure our heritage is safeguarded, the Council will: 

 continue to identify buildings, objects and sites of cultural and natural heritage value; 

 promote the sustainable adaptive use of buildings of cultural and natural heritage value; 

 impose restrictions on the demolition, alteration or disturbance of those deemed to be of 
significance; 

 ensure that adaptation or alteration does not detract from the cultural and natural heritage 
value of the building or object. 

 
To offset these restrictions and in recognition of the role private owners of heritage play, it is the 
intention of Council to offer a range of cultural and natural heritage incentives that will be 
progressively introduced by Council to encourage the retention and enhancement of buildings 
and objects of heritage value. 
 
The Council also recognises the importance of ensuring the qualities of notable trees and areas 
of significant indigenous vegetationhabitats of local significance be retained and reinforced and 
strongly supports their active protection and conservation of these trees and/or areas.  This, it 
will endeavour to do through: 
 

 Recognising the heritage and intrinsic natural values associated with notable trees and 
habitats of local significanceareas of significant indigenous vegetation. 

 
These reminders of our previous cultural and/or natural landscape offer immeasurable benefit to 
the City in terms of the cultural and aesthetic contribution they make, as symbolic markers of 
prior development or original landscapes.  In light of this Council will continue to actively 
promote the protection of existing notable trees and habitats of local significance areas of 
significant indigenous vegetation within the City. 
 

 

17.2  Resource Management Issues 

The following resource management issues have been identified with respect to Cultural and 
Natural Heritage: 

 

 Incompatible use or redevelopment of buildings of cultural heritage value; 

 Demolition of buildings of significant heritage value to the City; 

 The protection of historic heritage from inappropriate use, and development; 

 The protection of historic heritage from demolition by neglect, and natural disasters; 

 The need to identify and protect areas, buildings and objects of significant heritage value; 

 The need to achieve a balance between the protection of historic heritage and private 
property rights; 

 Interference with wahi tapu (sacred sites), wahi tupuna (ancestral sites) and other sites of 
importance to tangata whenua;

 The removal of, or damage to, notable trees, groups of notable treesvegetation, and 
habitats of local significanceareas of locally-significant indigenous vegetation. 

 

17.3  Objectives and Policies 

Within the broad framework of the City View objectives in section 2, the following specific objectives 
and policies apply to the Cultural and Natural Heritage Section: 

 
A.  Buildings and Objects of Cultural Heritage Value 
 
Objective 1 
 
To ensure that buildings and objects of cultural heritage value to Palmerston North are 
appropriately recognised, protected and conserved. 
 
Policies 
 
1.1 To research and where appropriate identify and schedule buildings and objects of 

significant cultural heritage value according to the following criteria listed in 
Appendix D: 

 
(a) Cultural Values 

  
 Emotional 

 
Value associated with a place by way of function, location, history, setting or 
commemoration. 

  
 Historical 

  
Value imbued by virtue of age, or which provide the context for significant events or the 
activities of significant people or groups. 
 

 Design 
 

Value associated with a place due to the excellence, artistic merit or uniqueness of 
design, composition, craftsmanship or details. 
 

 Technological 

  
Value associated with the contribution of a place to the creation, innovation or invention of 
a specific technology or its application. 
 

  
(b) Use Values 
 
Value attribute to a building or object as a consequence of its existing usage or as the 
end result of its being conserved for reuse.  Use values can include, for example, benefits 
such as the generation of income from new or existing usage or the educational or 
interpretative potential derived from cultural heritage values. 
 
 
(c) Contextual Values 
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 Measure of Value 
 
The extent to which a place exemplifies a unique/ rare/representative building type, 
construction or style, or reflects the work of a particular builder, designer, period or region. 
 

 Level of Authenticity 
 
The extent to which a place reflects its “original state” (i.e. is a relatively intact example of 
what was originally created). 
 
Contributing factors include: 
 

 Authenticity of design - degree to which historic design concepts associated with a 
place have been retained. 
 

 Authenticity of setting - extent to which the relationship of a place with its 
surroundings has been maintained. 

 

 Authenticity of materials - extent to which significant historic materials have been 
retained, and new materials are distinguishable from old. 

 
1.2 To schedule identified buildings and objects according to their relative cultural 

heritage values into one of the following categories: 

 
(a) Category 1 
 
Buildings and objects which are of outstanding cultural heritage value to the City; 
 
(b) Category 2 
 
Buildings and objects which are of cultural heritage value to the City. 

 
1.3 To discourage the demolition of scheduled buildings and objects. 

 
1.4 To avoid, remedy, or mitigate the effects of activities or development which could 

impair or destroy the cultural heritage values associated with scheduled buildings 
and objects. 

 
1.5 To encourage the continued use or adaptive reuse of scheduled buildings. 

 
1.6 To encourage and support owners of earthquake-prone heritage buildings to 

undertake structural improvements that will aid building conservation. 
 
1.7 To promote public awareness and understanding of the value of heritage and 

heritage conservation. 

 
Explanation 

 
Within Palmerston North, buildings and objects of cultural heritage value make a significant contribution to 
the sense of identity and continuity experienced by both residents and visitors alike. 
 
In recognition of this, Council has identified specific buildings and objects within the City which it considers 
are of cultural heritage value and has included these within a Schedule of Buildings and Objects of 
Cultural Heritage Value (refer Appendix 17A), and identified them on the District Plan maps. 
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The buildings and objects contained in this schedule are those which Council considers require protection 
and appropriate guidance regarding their adaptation or alteration.  The Council will periodically amend the 
Schedule to include additional buildings and objects that have been identified as having heritage value, 
through the process of a change to the District Plan.  The further addition or removal of any item from the 
schedule will only be considered where a request for a Plan Change has been received by Council or 
where further information or research indicates the need for a review of the schedule.  
 
Background documentation relating to the buildings and objects included on the Schedule is held by 
Council and is available for public inspection.  To ensure this information remains both accurate and 
relevant it will be updated from time to time as new material becomes available. 
 
Although Council is concerned that the particular cultural heritage values associated with these scheduled 
buildings or objects are not lost or compromised, it also recognises the importance of maintaining the 
ongoing economic viability of these items.  To encourage this, measures have been included within the 
Plan which enable scheduled buildings to be adapted for present day usage while ensuring that any 
associated works are undertaken in a sensitive fashion. 

 
 

B.  Sites and Objects of Cultural and Natural Heritage Value to Tangata Whenua 

 
Objective 1 
 
To facilitate the tino Rangatiratanga and Kaitiakitanga of Tangata Whenua in relation to 
sites and objects of cultural and natural heritage value to Tangata Whenua. 

 
Policies 
 
1.1 To work with Tangata Whenua to identify sites and objects of significant cultural 

and natural heritage value to Tangata Whenua, according to the  following criteria 
listed in Appendix E.  

 
(a) Metaphysical 
 
Importance associated with a site or object due to its location, historical setting or 
commemorative value (this also includes spiritual, symbolic, legendary and political values).  
Although many sites may no longer exist in a physical form, many of these areas have a 
Turangawaewae/Taha wairua connection. 
 
(b) Physical 
 
Natural landscape is linked closely to tribal identity, therefore many features of the land are of 
major importance to Tangata Whenua.  Actual physical locations include the following: 

  
 Wahi Tupuna (ancestral sites); 

 Pa (principal villages/fortifications); 

 Kainga (smaller villages); 

 Maunga (mountains/hills); 

 Awa (rivers/waterways); 

 Puna (springs); 

 Ngakina (gardens); 

 Ana Tupapaku (burial caves); 

 Wahi Tapu (sacred sites); 

 Tauranga Waka (canoe landing sites); 

 Puuroto (lagoons); 
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 Ngahere (forests/bush); 

 Ara Hekenga (migratory pathways of indigenous species) 

  
These are specific areas to which strong traditional connections give the whanau, hapu and iwi 
a strong sense of tribal identity. 
 
1.2 To protect identified sites and objects of significant cultural and natural heritage 

value to tangata whenua. 
 
1.3 To avoid, remedy or mitigate the effects of activities or development which could 

disturb or destroy the intrinsic cultural and natural heritage values associated with 
an identified site or object. 

 
1.4 To consult Tangata Whenua regarding the identification, protection and 

management of sites and objects considered to be of cultural and natural heritage 
value. 

 
Explanation 
A Maori world view, as exercised through tino Rangitiritanga and Kaitiakitanga, presents a different 
perspective on the management of natural and physical resources.  Kaitiakitanga, for example, embodies 
a view of resource management which acknowledges ancestral relationships to both the land and the 
natural world. 
 
What is inherent within this view is that only Tangata Whenua have the right to translate the historical, 
cultural and spiritual history of a site which holds special significance for them. 
 
In recognition of this, a number of significant features within the City have been identified by tangata 
whenua and are included within a “Schedule of Sites and Objects of Cultural and Natural Heritage Value 
to Tangata Whenua” (refer Appendix 17B) and identified on the District Plan Maps. 

 
The purpose of this Schedule is to alert residents of the City to the existence and importance of the items 
or features identified and that conservation safeguards apply.  As with the Schedule of Buildings and 
Objects, the further addition or removal of any feature or item from this Schedule will be considered by 
way of a Plan Change. 
 
It is important to note that the sites and objects identified in the Schedule do not constitute the totality of 
features or items of significance to tangata whenua located within the City, but instead represent those 
which have been publicly declared to be of importance. 
 
The Schedule therefore does not include sites or objects of a highly sensitive nature (e.g. burial caves or 
important wahi tapu sites) that may be included in the silent files of Tangata Whenua.  Council will 
continue to consult with Tangata Whenua to determine the most appropriate means to avoid disturbance 
to these sites. 

 
NOTE TO PLAN USERS:  

In addition to the specific requirements relating to sites of cultural and natural heritage value to 
Tangata Whenua contained within this District Plan, Sections 10 to 20 of the Historic Places Act 
1993 and Section 11 of the Antiquities Act 1975 also apply to all archaeological sites located 
within the City.  Of particular note is that all archaeological sites (whether recorded or 
unrecorded) are protected under the provisions of Section 10 of the Historic Places Act 1993 
and cannot be destroyed, damaged or modified without the consent of the New Zealand Historic 
Places Trust. 

 
 

C.  Notable Trees and Other Vegetation,  Areas of Significant Indigenous Vegetation 
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and Significant Habitats of Indigenous Fauna Notable Trees, Groups of Notable Trees, 
and Habitats of Local Significance. 
 
Objective 1 
 
To ensure that notable trees, other vegetation, areas of significant indigenous 
vegetation, and significant habitats of indigenous fauna notable trees, groups of notable 
trees, and habitats of local significance within the City are appropriately protected. 
 
Policies 

 
1.1 To identify and schedule notable trees, other vegetation, areas of significant 

indigenous vegetation, and habitats of significant indigenous fauna , and groups of 
notable trees in public and private ownership, according to the following criteria 
listed in Appendix F. 

 
 (1)   Notable Trees and Groups of Notable Trees. 
  
(a) Size 
 
The height, girth and canopy spread of the tree. 
 
(b) Form 
 
Whether the tree is well-shaped with a balanced branch system, and how well the trunk 
contributes to its visual appearance. 
 
(c) Occurrence of the Species 
 
This category is assessed according to the numbers of the species found in the local area. 
 
(d) Indigenous Status 
 
This category gives particular recognition to New Zealand’s unique indigenous trees.  Particular 
recognition is given to those trees that only occur locally or regionally. 
 
 (e) Useful Life Expectancy 
 
This factor is assessed from the date of evaluation and takes into consideration any factors 
which may limit the tree’s life span such as its state of health and its position in relation to 
existing development. 
 
(f) Age 
 
An estimate of the tree’s age at the time of evaluation. 
 
(g) Environmental Conditions 
 
The appropriateness of the situation is assessed in terms of its  impact on the health of the tree. 
 
(h) Public Accessibility 
 
How physically accessible the tree or group of trees is to the public. 
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(i) Visual Appropriateness to the Site 
 
The appropriateness of the tree to its setting within the site. 
 
(j) Visual Contribution to the Landscape 
 
The role or contribution of the tree in the wider landscape along with the locations from which 
the tree is visible.  A tree visible from many vantage points would receive a higher rating for this 
aspect than one visible only from its own site and a neighbouring site. 
 
(k) Presence of Other Trees 
 
Whether the tree is seen visually as a solitary specimen or part of a group. 
 
(l) Contribution of Group Character 
 
The significance of the contribution of the tree to a visual grouping. 
 
(m) Associated with an Historic Event or Figure 
 
The tree may have been planted to commemorate or may be associated with an historic event, 
or the tree may have been planted by or have strong associations with a person(s) of historic 
importance to the City, or to New Zealand. 

  
 (2) Areas of Significant Indigenous Vegetation and Significant Habitats of 
Indigenous Fauna. 
 
(a) Indigenous vegetation or habitat that supports indigenous species that are uncommon, 

in decline or threatened with extinction (rare, threatened or endangered). 
 
(b) Indigenous vegetation or habitat that is important in the maintenance or recovery of a 

species that is uncommon, in decline or threatened. 
 
(c) Indigenous vegetation or habitat type that is under-represented within the City. 
 
(d) Indigenous vegetation that contains associations of indigenous species which are rare, 

representative, or unusually abundant within the City. 
 
(e) Wetland or aquatic habitat for indigenous vegetation or fauna. 
 
(f) Indigenous vegetation or habitat that protects a freshwater fishery. 
 
(g) Areas of indigenous vegetation over 2500 m

2
 in size on any land zoned Residential or 

Recreation. 
 
(h) Areas of indigenous vegetation over 2 hectares in size on any land zoned Rural. 
 
1.2 To identify and schedule habitats of local significance in public and private 

ownership. 
 
1.3 To protect  scheduled notable trees, areas of significant indigenous and other 

vegetation, and significant habitats of indigenous faunanotable trees, groups of 
notable trees, and habitats of local-significance.

1.41.3 To avoid, remedy or mitigate the effects of activities or development which could 
diminish or destroy the cultural, historical, botanical or visual amenity value 
associated with scheduled trees, or areas of significant indigenous and other 
vegetation or significant habitats of indigenous fauna scheduled notable trees, 
groups of notable trees, or habitats of local significance. 

 
Explanation 

 
Trees,  groups of trees and habitats of local significance vegetation are an important contributor to both 
the sense of health and well-being experienced by residents of Palmerston North, and to the quality and 
charm that the City’s landscape offers. 
 
Notable trees and areas of significant indigenous vegetation habitats of local significance add a further 
dimension through introducing a sense of scale and harmony to the built environment and by providing 
continuity between past, present and future.  They also have the potential to add value to the City through 
the important contribution they can make in respect of their historical, cultural, botanical and visual 
amenity values.: 
 
(i) Historic/Cultural Value 
 

 association with, or commemoration of, an historic event; 

 association with an historic or notable person; 

 spiritual or cultural value. 
 
(ii) Botanical Value 
 

 rarity or significance either locally or nationally; 

 ecological significance; 

 form, diameter, height, age or canopy spread; 
 
(iii) Visual Amenity Value 
 

 landmark qualities; 

 contribution to the visual amenity of the City. 
 
In recognition of the historical, cultural, botanical or visual amenity value that notable trees offer to the 
City, individual trees or groups of trees which significantly reflect one or more of these values have been 
identified by Council and are included on ain the “Schedules of Notable Trees, Groups of Notable Trees, 
and Habitats of Local Significance” (refer Appendix 17C). 
 
The trees included oin theis Schedules are those which Council considers require protection., and Any 
further addition or deletion of a tree from the Schedule will only be considered where a request for a Plan 
Change has been received.  The Council though will periodically amend the Schedule to include 
additional trees or groups of trees that have been identified as notable, through the process of a change 
to the District Plan. 
 
Following the inclusion of a tree or group of trees on the Schedule, Council will attach an appropriate form 
of identification to the tree/s to indicate its protected status. 
 
Where scheduled Trees are located on private property, Council will provide advice on the management 
and maintenance of these trees.  Conversely, where notable trees are located on public property, Council 
will ensure that these trees are appropriately maintained. 
 

 In addition to protection of notable trees, vegetation, and areas of significant indigenous vegetation, the 
Council also recognises that it has an important role in the identification and protection of significant 
habitats of indigenous fauna within the City.  Given the ecological and scientific values associated with 
such habitats, Council will endeavour to ensure that habitats which support indigenous species that are 
identified as either rare, vulnerable or endangered are provided with an appropriate level of protection.

 Public Education. 
 
The objectives and policies outlined above will primarily be achieved through the rules 
contained within this and other sections of the Plan.  Rules administered and enforced by 
Council provide the most efficient and effective means of controlling matters such as the 
demolition of buildings, disturbance to sites of archaeological or cultural significance or the 
removal of notable trees. 
 
However, the Resource Management Act 1991 also provides for recognised heritage protection 
authorities such as the Council and the New Zealand Historic Places Trust to impose Heritage 
Orders on buildings, objects or sites considered to be of cultural and natural heritage value.  
The Hoffman Kiln in Featherston Street is the subject of such an order.  This method provides 
an effective alternative means whereby buildings, objects or sites in imminent danger of 
damage or demolition can be protected. 
 
A further means of safeguarding the cultural and natural heritage values associated with 
significant buildings, objects or sites is through the preparation of conservation plans.  The 
purpose of preparing a Conservation Plan is to ensure that the conservation or adaptation of a 
scheduled building, object or site is sensitively executed.  A Conservation Plan assesses the 
cultural significance of the scheduled place and identifies policies for its ongoing conservation.   
 
In preparing a Conservation Plan the relevant documents which should be adhered to are 
J S Kerr’s “The Conservation Plan:  A Guide to the Preparation of Conservation Plans for 
Places of European Cultural Significance”, prepared by the National Trust of Australia, 1990, 
and the “New Zealand Charter for the Conservation of Places of Cultural Heritage Value” 
prepared by ICOMOS (NZ), 1993. 
 
A Conservation Plan can be a substantial, complex document or a simple statement of 
significance and associated conservation policy.  However, it is a valid method which can be 
used by an interested group or property owner to advance the objectives and policies of this 
section. 
 
Achieving the objectives and policies involves a coordinated approach and a range of methods. 
 
District Plan rules are the most efficient and effective means of controlling the demolition of 
buildings, disturbance to sites of archaeological or cultural significance, the removal of notable 
trees, or loss of Habitats of Local Significance.   
 
Likewise, heritage orders, conservation plans and covenants also have specific functions that 
support the role of District Plan rules.  For example, the heritage order applied to the Hoffman 
Kiln site provides an effective alternative means whereby buildings, objects or sites in imminent 
danger of damage or demolition can be protected. 
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However these measures have a limited ability to encourage and support the active 
conservation, maintenance, use and retention of historic heritage.  The active retention of 
historic heritage requires the ongoing efforts of landowners, the NZHPT, and community 
groups. 
 
The identification and voluntary protection of sites of significance to Tangata Whenua within the 
City is currently being promoted through the Pouwhenua Management Plan developed by the 
Rangitane Maori Committee.  Again, this is a method which achieves some of the objectives 
and policies of this section at no real cost to the City and is a method which is both culturally 
sensitive and acceptable. 
 
Council’s role is to assist through strategy development, incentive funding, public education, 
and complementary methods.  This is both to complement the rules contained within the District 
Plan and to encourage the retention of buildings of cultural heritage value in private ownership. 
Since 2001 the Natural and Cultural Heritage Incentive Fund has been supporting heritage 
related projects.  A Heritage Strategy is now required that will coordinate future efforts in the 
City regarding historic heritage. 

 
A Cultural and Natural Heritage Incentives Strategy has been developed by Council which 
identifies a number of non-regulatory support programmes (e.g., grants/loans/loan guarantee; 
rating relief; information/services/advice; waiver of fees; contributions; and recognition) to both 
complement the rules contained within the Plan and to encourage the retention of buildings of 
cultural heritage value in private ownership.  The implementation of the strategy will occur once 
the nature, extent and level of funding associated with the support programmes have been 
more clearly defined by Council.  As a method it will do much to achieve the objectives and 
policies relating to scheduled buildings. 
 
Heritage, Conservation and Open Space Covenants are voluntary agreements between private 
property owners and either the New Zealand Historic Places Trust, Department of 
Conservation, or the Queen Elizabeth II National Trust to protect places of cultural and natural 
heritage value.  Such agreements include terms and conditions specific to the property and 
generally have effect in perpetuity.  Covenants are also registered on the land title and therefore 
bind all subsequent landowners.   
 
In addition, Protected Private Land Agreements can also be entered into with the Department of 
Conservation to protect natural, scenic, scientific or historic values on private land.  These 
methods are an effective way for property owners to protect buildings or areas of land and/or 
vegetation of high value and to progress the objectives and policies of this section. 
 
Public education is a non-regulatory approach that operates in association with the Cultural 
Heritage Incentives Strategy already developed by the Council.  Public education can apply to a 
diverse range of media (e.g. brochures, design guides, books, tours, etc.) with a view to 
increasing public awareness of the heritage resources which exist within the City.  The 
implementation of this method will be specific to the various heritage resources (i.e. buildings, 
sites, vegetation and habitats), and subject to the allocation of funding through Council’s Annual 
Plan process. 

 

17.5  Environmental Results Anticipated 

It is anticipated that the objectives, policies and methods of this Section will achieve the 
following results: 

  
 Identification and conservation of those buildings and objects of cultural heritage value 

within the City which will contribute to its on-going sense of identity and continuity. 
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 Recognition and protection of sites of cultural and natural heritage value to Tangata 
Whenua. 

 Protection of trees and areas of indigenous and other vegetation of identifiable public 
value or intrinsic value (e.g. ecological, wildlife habitat, scientific, visual). 

 Increased public awareness of buildings, objects, sites and trees of cultural and natural 
heritage value to the City. 

 

Cultural and Natural Heritage Rules 

NOTE TO PLAN USERS:   
These rules are either in addition to, or supersede, any other rules that apply to buildings, 
objects, trees and sites of cultural and natural heritage value contained in any other Section of 
this Plan. 

 
 

17.56 Rules:  Permitted Activities 
 
R 17.65.1   Permitted Activities 

 

The following activities are provided for as Permitted Activities. 
 
(a) Routine maintenance of, or repair to, the exterior of any scheduled building or 

object. 
 
(b) Internal Alteration of any scheduled building. 
 
(c) Routine maintenance of, or repair to, existing gardens, structures and signage 

located on any scheduled site or object of cultural and natural heritage value to 
tangata whenua. 

 
(d) Removal of dead or diseased vegetation, or minor trimming or maintenance of any 

scheduled notable tree or group of notable trees in order to maintain their state of 
health. 

 
(e) Destruction or removal of any scheduled notable tree or group of notable trees by 

the Council or a recognised network utility operator where it is confirmed by the 
Council that the tree is dead or diseased or where this is required: 

 as an emergency work to maintain or restore existing power or 
telecommunication links; or 

 to safeguard life or property; or 

 for the purpose of containing the spread of disease. 
 
NOTE TO PLAN USERS:   

 In assessing whether works constitute routine maintenance the Council shall be guided by 
NZHPT publication ‘Sustainable Management of Historic Heritage Guide No.3. 
 

 Provided Council has approved the destruction or removal of any scheduled notable tree 
under Rule 17.56.1 (e), the physical removal of the notable tree or group of notable trees 
may be undertaken by the Council or a person authorised to do so by the Council.  

 

 For the purpose of determining whether a project is minor trimming or maintenance of a 
scheduled notable tree or group of notable trees, reference should be made to the Notable 
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Tree Maintenance Register. 
 

 

17.67 Rules:  Controlled Activities 
 
R 17.76.1  Trimming or Maintenance of any Scheduled Notable Tree or Group of 

Notable Trees not of a Minor Nature 
 
Trimming or maintenance of Anya Scheduled Notable Tree or Group of Notable Trees 
which is not of a Minor Nature will be a Controlled Activity With Respectin relation to: 
 

 Tree Health and Maintenance 

 
Non-Notification 
 
(i) Such applications shall not be publicly notified. 
 
In determining whether to grant consent and what conditions, if any, to impose, Council will, in 
addition to the City View objectives in Section 2 and Cultural and Natural Heritage objectives 
and policies, assess any application in terms of the further following assessment criteriapolicies: 
 
Assessment Criteria 
 
(a) To ensure that any adverse effects on the trees’ health of the tree are avoided, remedied 

or mitigated through the use of appropriate arboricultural techniques. 
 
(b) To ensure that the work undertaken minimises any alteration to the particular factors 

which led to the tree being scheduled. 

 
Explanation 

 
Due to the important contribution that notable trees make to the City, Council is intent to ensure that these 
trees are not unduly damaged or their health endangered. 

 
R 17.76.2  External Alteration and Additions to Category 2 Scheduled Buildings 

located in the Residential Zone. 
 

External Alterations and Additions to Category 2 Scheduled Buildings located in the 
Residential Zone are Controlled Activities with Respectin relation to: 

 

 Design and Appearance 

 
Non-Notification 
 
(i) Such applications shall not be publicly notified. 
 
In determining whether to grant consent and what conditions, if any, to impose, Council will, in 
addition to the City View objectives in Section 2 and Cultural and Natural Heritage objectives 
and policies, assess any application in terms of the following additional policies assessment 
criteria: 
 
Assessment Criteria 

(a) To ensure that any works are compatible with the original fabric of the scheduled building,

but visually distinct enough to be recognised as new work. 

(b) To require any alterations and additions to reflect the architectural style and character of 
the scheduled building.

(d) To minimise alterations to street elevations. 

Explanation 

 
Category 2 Scheduled heritage buildings located in the Residential Zone are more often than not private 
dwellings, with limited public access.  Additions and alterations to scheduled buildings could, without 
appropriate guidance, detract from the significance of a building, thereby eroding those values which 
contributed to its inclusion on the schedule.   
 
Council recognises though that copying of building elements or details can create confusion between old 
and new work which could potentially undermine the authenticity and integrity of a scheduled building, and 
therefore encourages sensitive new additions which will enhance the character of the original building. 

 
R 17.6.3 Non-Notification of Controlled Activities 
 

Applications for Controlled Activities (Rules 17.6.1, 17.6.2) must not be publicly notified and 
there must be no limited notification.

(a) To ensure that relocation is the only means of saving the building or object. 

(b) To require the new site to provide a setting compatible with the significance of the building 
or object. 

(c) To ensure that the relocation will enable the continuation and appreciation of the heritage 
values associated with the building or object. 

(d) Whether relocation is necessary to save a building or object from any natural conditions 
or disasters. 

(e) Whether the site of the building or object has or is likely to have significant archaeological 
values, and whether the effects on those values by the proposal can be adequately 
avoided, remedied or mitigated.

(f) To ensure that an appropriate methodology is in place to inform the relocation. 

Explanation 

 
Although Council recognises that the site of a scheduled building or object is usually an integral part of its 
cultural heritage value, it acknowledges that relocation is a legitimate aspect of the conservation process 
where scheduled buildings or objects are at risk. 

 
R 17.78.2 External Alterations and Additions to Category 1 and 2 Scheduled 
Buildings and Objects 
 

External Alterations and Additions to Category 1 and 2 Scheduled Buildings and Objects 
are Restricted Discretionary Activities (Restricted) with Respectin relation to: 

 
 Design and Appearance

addition to the City View objectives in Section 2 and Cultural and Natural Heritage objectives 
and policies, assess any application in terms of the following additional policiesassessment 
criteria: 
 
Assessment Criteria 
 
(a) To require the external alterations and additions to be compatible with the original fabric 

of the scheduled building, but visually distinct enough to be recognised as new work. 

(b) To require any alterations and additions to reflect the architectural style and character of 
the scheduled building or object. 

(c) To require any alterations and additions to respect the scale of the scheduled building 
and not be visually dominant. 

(d) To minimise alteration to street elevations. 

(e) To ensure that any alteration or additions respect the setting in which the scheduled 
building is located. 

(f) Where external alterations are required as part of seismic performance upgrading, to 
recognise the benefit of such alterations to the ongoing preservation of the scheduled 
building.  

(g) To ensure that alterations or additions to scheduled heritage buildings are informed by a 
thorough analysis of the alternative options available. 

 
 
Explanation 

 
Council recognises that external additions and alterations to Category 1 and 2 Scheduled Buildings could 
detrimentally affect the cultural heritage values associated with these buildings, thereby undermining the 
basis on which they were originally included within the Schedule.  In order to ensure that the effects of 
such work are thoroughly considered, external additions and alterations to Category 1 and 2 buildings 
have been identified as a Restricted Discretionary Activity. 
 
In considering any such effects, however, the Council has limited its authority to the issues of design and 
appearance and likely effects on identified heritage values.  Accordingly, the rule does not attempt to 
address, for example, such matters as whether the proposed alteration or addition complies with other 
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controls (such as in respect of height or bulk and location of buildings) as these matters are subject to 
controls contained in other parts of the Plan.  Similarly, the rule does not impose any requirement to 
demonstrate a need to provide the altered or additional space nor, in relation to any building that is a 
church, will it impose any control on the manner of religious or liturgical practice, use or observance. 

 
NOTE TO PLAN USERS:   

• Rule 17.6.2 applies to external alterations and additions to Category 2 Buildings that are 
located in the Residential Zone. 

 
 

17.98 Rules: Unrestricted Discretionary Activities  
 
R 17.98.1 Unrestricted Discretionary Activities 

 
The following are Discretionary Activities (Unrestricted): 
 
(a) Relocation of Category 1 Scheduled Buildings and Objects. 
(a) Total or partial demolition of the exterior of any scheduled building or the 

destruction of any scheduled object. 
 
(b) Excavation, alteration, reconstruction or destruction of any scheduled site or 

object of cultural and natural heritage value to tangata whenua. 
 
(c) Destruction or removal, in whole or in part, of any scheduled tree or scheduled 

area of significant indigenous vegetation. notable tree, group of notable trees, or 
habitat of local significance. 

 
(d) Excavation, construction or reconstruction work within the dripline of a scheduled 

notable tree or group of notable trees. 

 
NOTE TO PLAN USER: 
 
Regarding Rule 17.8.1(c), Habitats of Local Significance may also be identified as Rare, 
Threatened or At Risk within the Horizons Regional Council One Plan. 

 
Explanation 

 
The relocation of Category 1 scheduled building or object requires an appropriate assessment.  The site 
of a scheduled building or object is usually an integral part of its cultural heritage value.  However, 
relocation may be a legitimate aspect of the conservation process where buildings or objects are at risk. 

 
To enable Council to more thoroughly assess the particular circumstances and likely effects associated 
with the disturbance or destruction of scheduled buildings, objects, sites ornotable trees, groups of 
notable trees, and habitats of local significance, such activities will be considered as Discretionary 
Activities. 

 

 
 
 

17.9 Rules: Non-Complying Activities 
 
R 17.9.1 Non-Complying Activities 

 
The following are Non-Complying Activities  
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(a) Total or partial demolition of the exterior of any scheduled building or the 

destruction of any scheduled object. 
 
Explanation 

To recognise the significance of the total or partial demolition of the exterior of any scheduled building or 
the destruction of any scheduled object, such activities will be considered as Non-Complying Activities.

Criteria for Identifying Buildings and Objects of Cultural Heritage Value 

 
(a) Cultural Values 

 
 Emotional 

 
Value associated with a place by way of function, location, history, setting or commemoration. 

 
 Historical 

 
Value imbued by virtue of age, or which provide the context for significant events or the 
activities of significant people or groups. 

 

 Design 
 

Value associated with a place due to the excellence, artistic merit or uniqueness of design, 
composition, craftsmanship or details. 

 

 Technological 

 
Value associated with the contribution of a place to the creation, innovation or invention of a 
specific technology or its application. 

 
(b) Use Values 
 

Value attribute to a building or object as a consequence of its existing usage or as the end 
result of its being conserved for reuse.  Use values can include, for example, benefits such as 
the generation of income from new or existing usage or the educational or interpretative 
potential derived from cultural heritage values. 

 
(c) Contextual Values 

 

 Measure of Value 
 

The extent to which a place exemplifies a unique/ rare/representative building type, construction 
or style, or reflects the work of a particular builder, designer, period or region. 

 

 Level of Authenticity 
 

The extent to which a place reflects its “original state” (i.e. is a relatively intact example of what 
was originally created). 

 
Contributing factors include: 

 

 Authenticity of design - degree to which historic design concepts associated with a place 
have been retained. 

 

 Authenticity of setting - extent to which the relationship of a place with its surroundings 
has been maintained. 

 

 Authenticity of materials - extent to which significant historic materials have been 
retained, and new materials are distinguishable from old. 
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APPENDIX 17E 
Criteria for Identifying Sites and Objects of Cultural Heritage Value To Tangata 
Whenua 

 
(a) Metaphysical 

 
Importance associated with a site or object due to its location, historical setting or 
commemorative value (this also includes spiritual, symbolic, legendary and political values).  
Although many sites may no longer exist in a physical form, many of these areas have a 
Turangawaewae/Taha wairua connection. 

 
(b) Physical 
 

Natural landscape is linked closely to tribal identity, therefore many features of the land are of 
major importance to Tangata Whenua.  Actual physical locations include the following: 

 
 Wahi Tupuna (ancestral sites); 

 Pa (principal villages/fortifications); 

 Kainga (smaller villages); 

 Maunga (mountains/hills); 

 Awa (rivers/waterways); 

 Puna (springs); 

 Ngakina (gardens); 

 Ana Tupapaku (burial caves); 

 Wahi Tapu (sacred sites); 

 Tauranga Waka (canoe landing sites); 

 Puuroto (lagoons); 

 Ngahere (forests/bush); 

 Ara Hekenga (migratory pathways of indigenous species) 

 
These are specific areas to which strong traditional connections give the whanau, hapu and iwi 
a strong sense of tribal identity. 
 

 
APPENDIX 17F 
Criteria for Identifying Notable Trees, Groups of Notable Trees, and Habitats of 
Local Significance 

 
(1)   Notable Trees and Groups of Notable Trees. 

 
(a) Size 
 

The height, girth and canopy spread of the tree. 
 

(b) Form 
 

Whether the tree is well-shaped with a balanced branch system, and how well the trunk 
contributes to its visual appearance. 
 

(c) Occurrence of the Species 
 
This category is assessed according to the numbers of the species found in the local area. 
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(d) Indigenous Status 

 
This category gives particular recognition to New Zealand’s unique indigenous trees.  Particular 
recognition is given to those trees that only occur locally or regionally. 
 

(e) Useful Life Expectancy 
 
This factor is assessed from the date of evaluation and takes into consideration any factors 
which may limit the tree’s life span such as its state of health and its position in relation to 
existing development. 
 

(f) Age 
 
An estimate of the tree’s age at the time of evaluation. 
 

(g) Environmental Conditions 
 

The appropriateness of the situation is assessed in terms of its  impact on the health of the tree. 
 

(h) Public Accessibility 
 
How physically accessible the tree or group of trees is to the public. 
 

(i) Visual Appropriateness to the Site 
 
The appropriateness of the tree to its setting within the site. 
 

(j) Visual Contribution to the Landscape 
 
The role or contribution of the tree in the wider landscape along with the locations from which 
the tree is visible.  A tree visible from many vantage points would receive a higher rating for this 
aspect than one visible only from its own site and a neighbouring site. 
 

(k) Presence of Other Trees 
 
Whether the tree is seen visually as a solitary specimen or part of a group. 
 

(l) Contribution of Group Character 
 
The significance of the contribution of the tree to a visual grouping. 
 

(m) Associated with an Historic Event or Figure 
 
The tree may have been planted to commemorate or may be associated with an historic event, 
or the tree may have been planted by or have strong associations with a person(s) of historic 
importance to the City, or to New Zealand.

1.1. INTRODUCTION 

1.1.1 This Report provides a summary of the evaluation undertaken by the Palmerston North City 
Council (the Council) in accordance with Section 32 of the Resource Management Act 1991 
(RMA or the Act) in relation to Proposed Plan Change 13: Cultural and Natural Heritage 
Review (PPC13) to the Operative Palmerston North City District Plan.  PPC13 forms part of 
the Palmerston North City Sectional District Plan Review.  

 
1.1.2 The Report should be read in conjunction with the proposed amendments to the District 

Plan in Part 1 of this Report, and the supporting expert reports and research contained in 
Appendices 1-6.

1.3. The Purpose of PPC13 

1.3.1. The purpose of PPC13 is a review of the objectives, policies and methods of section 17, 
and to update the schedules of listed heritage items.  The current approach to cultural and 
natural heritage is proposed to remain largely unchanged.   

 
1.3.2. With the exception of formatting changes, PPC13 does not include a review of the 

provisions or schedules relating to sites and objects of significance to Tangata Whenua.  
These components of section 17 will be reviewed in conjunction with Section 3: Tangata 
Whenua and Resource Management of the District Plan as part of a stand-alone plan 
change process. 

 
1.4. The Sectional District Plan Review 

1.4.1. The Sectional District Plan Review breaks down the review of the District Plan into sections 
that will be reviewed over a five-year period. The current District Plan was prepared in the 
early 1990s and became fully operative March 2005. The Council is required to commence 
a review of those provisions in the District Plan that have not been reviewed in the last 10 
years, pursuant to section 79 of the RMA.  

 
1.5. Statutory Requirements under the RMA 

The Purpose of the RMA 
 

1.5.1. The purpose of the RMA is to promote the sustainable management of natural and physical 
resources. Section 5(2) of the Act states: 

 
“In this Act, sustainable management means managing the use, development, and 
protection of natural and physical resources in a way, or at a rate, which enable people and 
communities to provide for their social, economic, and cultural well-being and for their 
health and safety while -  
 
(a) Sustaining the potential of natural and physical resources (excluding minerals) to meet 

the reasonably foreseeable needs of future generations; and 
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(b) Safeguarding the life-supporting capacity of air, water, soil, and ecosystems; and 

(c) Avoiding, remedying, or mitigating any adverse effects of activities on the 
environment.” 

 
Matters of National Importance 
 

1.5.2. Section 6 of the Act states: 
 
“In achieving the purpose of this Act, all persons exercising functions and powers under it, 
in relation to managing the use, development, and protection of natural and physical 
resources, shall recognise and provide for the following matters of national importance 

… 

(f) the protection of historic heritage from inappropriate subdivision, use, and 
development.” 

 
1.5.3. In 2003, the RMA was amended to elevate the protection of historic heritage to a matter of 

national importance. At the same time, a definition for historic heritage was inserted into the 
Act.  
  
Section 32 of the RMA Requirements for Preparing and Publishing Evaluation 
Reports 
 

1.5.4. The 2013 Resource Management amendments have altered the requirements under 
section 32 of the RMA, which now states: 
 
“(1) An evaluation report required under this Act must -  

(a) examine the extent to which the objectives of the proposal being evaluated are the 
most appropriate way to achieve the purpose of this Act; and 

(b) examine whether the provisions in the proposal are the most appropriate way to 
achieve the objectives by - 

(i) identifying other reasonably practicable options for achieving the objectives; and 

(ii) assessing the efficiency and effectiveness of the provisions in achieving the 
objectives; and 

(iii) summarising the reasons for deciding on the provisions; and 

(c) contain a level of detail that corresponds to the scale and significance of the 
environmental, economic, social, and cultural effects that are anticipated from the 
implementation of the proposal. 

(2) An assessment under subsection (1)(b)(ii) must - 

(a) identify and assess the benefits and costs of the environmental, economic, social, and 
cultural effects that are anticipated from the implementation of the provisions, including 
the opportunities for - 

(i)  economic growth that are anticipated to be provided or reduced; and 

(ii) employment that are anticipated to be provided or reduced; and 

(b) if practicable, quantify the benefits and costs referred to in paragraph (a); and 
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(c) assess the risk of acting or not acting if there is uncertain or insufficient information 
about the subject matter of the provisions. 

… 

(5)  The person who must have particular regard to the evaluation report must make the 
report available for public inspection - 

(a) as soon as practicable after the proposal is made (in the case of a standard or 
regulation); or 

(b) at the same time as the proposal is publicly notified. 

(6) In this section, objectives means - 

(a) for a proposal that contains or states objectives, those objectives: 

(b)  for all other proposals, the purpose of the proposal 

 proposal means a proposed standard, statement, regulation, plan, or change for which 
an evaluation report must be prepared under this Act. 

 provisions means - 

(a)  for a proposed plan or change, the policies, rules, or other methods that implement, or 
give effect to, the objectives of the proposed plan or change; 

(b)  for all other proposals, the policies or provisions of the proposal that implement, or give 
effect to, the objectives of the proposal.” 

 
1.5.5. Section 32 stipulates the content and the evaluation necessary prior to notification.  The 

evaluation report focuses only on those parts of the District Plan where changes are being 
proposed. 
 

1.5.6. Section 32AA requires Council to undertake a further evaluation if any further changes are 
proposed prior to making a decision on a plan change, for example, in response to 
submissions received.  This further evaluation must be cited at any subsequent hearing.   

 
Functions of Territorial Authorities 
 

1.5.7. The Council has statutory functions under section 31 of the RMA, which include the 
establishment, implementation and review of objectives, polices and methods to achieve 
integrated management of the effects of the use, development, or protection of land and 
associated natural and physical resources of the district.  

 
The Purpose of District Plans 
 

1.5.8. The purpose of a district plan under section 72 of the RMA is to assist territorial authorities 
to carry out their functions in order to achieve the purpose of the Act.  

 
Preparation of District Plans 
 

1.5.9. Section 73 states that there must be at all times one district plan for each district prepared 
by the Council in a manner set out in the First Schedule of the Act.  
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Matters to be Considered by Territorial Authorities 
 

1.5.10. The matters to be considered by a district council when preparing or changing its district 
plan are set out in section 74 of the Act. This requires councils to act in accordance with 
their functions under section 31, the provisions of Part 2, and its duty under section 32. 
Section 74(2) also sets out a number of other matters Council shall have regard to, 
including plans and strategies prepared under other acts.  

 
When Rules in Proposed Plans and Changes Have Legal Effect 
 

1.5.11. Section 86B states: 
 
(1) A rule in a proposed plan has legal effect only once a decision on submissions relating 

to the rule is made and publicly notified under clause 10(4) of Schedule 1, except if - 

(a) subsection (3) applies; or 

… 

(3) A rule in a proposed plan has immediate legal effect if the rule - 

… 

(b) protects areas of significant indigenous vegetation; or 

(c) protects areas of significant habitats of indigenous fauna; or 

(d) protects historic heritage; or 

… 
 
1.5.12. The 2009 amendments to the RMA introduced section 86B to specify when a rule in a 

proposed plan or plan change has legal effect.  Section 86B is directly relevant to PPC13 
as additional heritage buildings, notable trees and groups of trees are proposed to be 
included in the schedules of listed historic heritage. 
 

1.5.13. Pursuant to section 86B, the provisions of PPC13 relating to buildings and objects of 
historic heritage will have immediate legal effect.  Those parts which have immediate legal 
effect are shown shaded in grey. 

 
1.6. Background, Context and Summary of Changes Proposed  

Background to PPC13 
 

1.6.1. The aim of the PPC13 is a review of the objectives, policies and methods of section 17, and 
an update to the schedules of listed heritage.  PPC13 does not recommend a first principles 
review to the general approach to managing natural and cultural heritage in the City, rather, 
amendments are made to improve the functioning of the chapter, account for shifts in the 
national, regional and local policy framework, and recent research.  
 

1.6.2. Section 17 has been subject to a number of plan changes since the District Plan became 
operative.  These changes have mainly been updates to the schedules of listed heritage 
buildings and trees: 

 

 2004 Plan Change 20: Additions to Schedule of Heritage Buildings 

 2005 Plan Change 25: Update to the Schedule of Notable Trees 
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 2010 Sectional District Plan Change 1: Inner and Outer Business Zones.  This Plan 
Change initiated a step-change to the heritage approach in the District Plan, as it 
applies to the City centre, by introducing a heritage precinct (the Northwest Square 
Heritage Area), and the addition of 10 heritage buildings to the schedules.   

 
1.6.3. Section 17 includes provisions and a Schedule of Sites and Objects of Cultural Heritage 

Value To Tangata Whenua.  PPC13 does not review these aspects of section 17, except 
with regard to formatting.  A further review of section 17 will take place at a later date in 
conjunction with a review of section 3 (Tangata Whenua and Resource Management). 

 
Context to PPC13 
 

1.6.4. The factors that set the context for PPC13 include: 
 

 the 2003 amendments to the RMA which elevated heritage protection to a matter of 
national importance in section 6 

 the impact and consequences of the 2010-2011 Canterbury earthquakes and the 
challenges facing heritage buildings in relation to both the natural hazard event and 
from uncertainty around improving the seismic performance of earthquake-prone 
heritage buildings 

 the identification of indigenous biodiversity as one of the four key issues addressed in 
the Proposed One Plan 

 the performance of the existing District Plan regulatory framework and whether this has 
delivered the anticipated environmental results 

 the 2005 State of the Environment Report which identified that residential houses are 
under-represented in terms of Palmerston North’s protected built heritage.   

 
Proposed Changes 
 

1.6.5. The following proposed changes are assessed later in this Report under section 5. 
 
 Amendments to objectives, policies and methods 

 Updates to the schedule of protected heritage buildings 

 Updates to the schedules of notable trees, groups of trees, and habitats of local 
significance 

 Minor renumbering and reordering of section 17 

 New definition introduced in section 4. 
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2. REGULATORY AND POLICY CONTEXT 

2.1. Current District Plan Framework 

Section 2: City View Resource Management Issues and Objectives 
 

2.1.1. The overarching resource management issues and objectives for the city are outlined under 
section 2 of the District Plan. These issues and objectives establish the intent of the District 
Plan at the strategic level. The strategic approach set out by the City View section provides 
a basis and direction for the identification of lower level and more specific resource 
management issues, objectives, polices and methods for the specific zones in the Plan.  

 
2.1.2. The City View Issues and Objectives that are directly applicable to PPC13 are:  

 
 Issue 14: The requirement to recognise, maintain and protect the historic heritage 

of the City within the context of sustainable management. 
 
 Issue 16:  The scarcity of indigenous biological diversity within the City. 
 
 Objective 16:  The historic heritage of the City is researched, identified and preserved 

within the context of sustainable management. 
 
 Objective 17:  The natural and cultural heritage features of the City are preserved and 

enhanced, including the margins of the Manawatu River and sites of 
significance to Tangata Whenua. 

 
2.1.3. PPC13 is drafted to ensure that section 17 will give effect to the direction as stated in the 

City View Issues and Objectives. 
 
Section 17: Objectives and Policies of the Cultural and Natural Heritage  
 

2.1.4. No changes are proposed to the overarching objectives for the section: 
 

“Objective A1 

To ensure that buildings and objects of cultural heritage value to Palmerston North are 
appropriately recognised, protected and conserved. 
 
… 
 
Objective C1 

To ensure that notable trees, other vegetation, and bush remnants within the City are 
appropriately protected.” 

 
Schedules of Protected Heritage in the Cultural and Natural Heritage Section 
 

2.1.5. Section 17 includes three separate schedules of protected historic heritage.  The two 
relevant to PPC13 are: 

 

 Schedule of Buildings and Objects of Cultural Heritage Value 

… 

 Schedule of Notable Trees, Groups of Trees and Habitats of Local Significance. 
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2.2. Proposed Changes to the District Plan 

2.2.1. The purpose of PPC13 is to review of the objectives, policies and methods of section 17, 
and update the schedules of listed heritage.  Redrafting of the section is proposed where 
necessary to align with national guidance, regional direction and the approach of the 
Proposed One Plan, Council strategy and the District Plan City View Issues and Objectives.  
Updates are also proposed to the schedules of historic heritage where research or new 
information confirms heritage values exist and require protection. 

 
2.2.2. PPC13 also proposes format and minor changes to section 17 to improve usability and 

ensure consistency with other plan changes.  A new definition is required for Section 4:  
Definitions.  

 
2.3. Summary of Resource Management Issues  

2.3.1. The Resource Management Issues have been updated to reinforce the new City View 
Issues and Objectives.  The updated statements highlight the pressure facing historic 
heritage in response to natural hazards and concerns about the structural performance of 
heritage buildings in a seismic event. 
 

2.3.2. The updated Resource Management Issues read as follows: 
 

 The protection of historic heritage from incompatible use and development 

 The protection of historic heritage from demolition by neglect and natural disasters 

 The need to identify and protect areas, buildings and objects of significant heritage 
value 

 The need to achieve a balance between the protection of historic heritage and private 
property rights 

 Interference with wahi tapu (sacred sites), wahi tupuna (ancestral sites) and other sites 
of importance to tangata whenua 

 The removal of, or damage to, notable trees, groups of notable trees, and habitats of 
local significance. 

 
2.3.3. Note that the Resource Management Issue ‘Interference with wahi tapu (sacred sites), wahi 

tupuna (ancestral sites) and other sites of importance to tangata whenua’ remains 
unchanged as this issue is not within the scope of PPC13. 

 
2.4. Proposed Changes to the Cultural and Natural Heritage Section 

2.4.1. The following summarises the proposed changes to Section 17: Cultural and Natural 
Heritage. 
 
Objectives and Policies 

2.4.2. The Objectives and Policies of section 17 require amendment in order to: 
 

 recognise the elevation of historic heritage to RMA Section 6: Matters of National 
Importance since the original section 17 became operative 

 give effect to the Proposed One Plan approach relating to indigenous biodiversity 

 give effect to the updated City View Issues and Objectives. 
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Rules 

2.4.3. The Rules of section 17 require amendment with respect to five matters: 
 

 Clarification of the rules relating to the destruction or removal of any scheduled tree 

 Elevating the status of external additions and alterations to Category 2: (Non-
Residential) Scheduled Buildings to Restricted Discretionary Activity status 

 Removal of the phrase ‘Indigenous Biodiversity’ as covered by the Proposed One Plan 

 Introduction of resource consent assessment criteria that support improvements to the 
seismic performance of earthquake-prone heritage buildings 

 Aligning the rules with changes made in Plan Change 1: Central Business Zones 
regarding historic heritage. 

 
Schedules of Historic Heritage 

2.4.4. Section 17 includes the schedules of protected historic heritage.  These require updates as 
follows: 

 

 Removal of heritage buildings and notable trees that no longer exist, and notable trees 
that no longer achieve this status 

 Addition of 22 heritage buildings that have either been identified as having heritage 
values through Council research or have been registered by the NZHPT 

 Addition of 20 notable trees (or groups of trees) that have been identified as meeting 
the threshold for notable status 

 Amending the title of Appendix 17C1 to Habitats of Local Significance. 
 

Minor Amendments 
 

2.4.5. PPC13 introduces a new definition for habitats of local significance and amends the 
definition of cultural heritage value and natural heritage value. 
 

2.4.6. Section 17 is being re-ordered in line with the format of the Sectional District Plan Review.  
Minor amendments include: 

 

 New District Plan terminology ‘Restricted Discretionary Activity’, and ‘Discretionary 
Activity’ 

 Amendments to the non-notification clauses;  

 The addition of a numbering system to the schedules of historic heritage and notable 
trees to aid plan users  

 Updating street numbering and property information in the schedules of historic 
heritage and notable trees 

 Transferring the criteria under Operative Plan Policies A1.1, B1.1 and C1.1 to separate 
appendices.

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2.5. Proposed Changes to Other District Plan Sections 

2.5.1. As discussed in paragraph 2.3.5, amendments are required under Section 4: Definitions.

2.6. Policy Context - National, Regional and District 

National Level Requirements 
 

2.6.1. At the national level, requirements and guidance that have informed the drafting of PPC13 
include: 

 
 Resource Management Act 1991  

 Historic Places Act 1993 

 NZHPT Register of historic places, historic areas, wahi tapu and wahi tapu areas.  The 
Register is the national schedule of New Zealand's treasured heritage places. It is 
established under the Historic Places Act 1993 and is compiled by the NZHPT 

 The International Council on Monuments and Sites (ICOMOS) New Zealand Charter. 
 

Regional Level Requirements 
 

2.6.2. At the regional level, the Proposed One Plan sets the context for PPC13.   
 

2.6.3. Of particular relevance are the policies and provisions relating to threatened indigenous 
biological diversity2, which is identified as one of the four key environmental issues of the 
Proposed One Plan.   
 
Issue 7.1: Indigenous Biological Diversity 

Indigenous biological diversity is not being maintained in the Region.  As a result of 
historical land development practices, only a small proportion of the original extent of 
indigenous habitats remains.  The diversity within remaining areas is declining owing to 
their isolation or as a consequence of a range of activities, most notably: 
 
(a) pest plants and pest animals 

(b) stock access 

(c) land drainage, which impacts upon wetlands 

(d) perched culverts and other barriers to fish migration 

(e) run-off and discharges causing poor water quality 

(f) vegetation clearance*.

 Issue 7.1 Indigenous Biological Diversity, Objective 7-1, Policy 7-1 - Policy 7-6 
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Objective 7-1: Indigenous Biological Diversity^  

Protect areas of significant indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of indigenous 
fauna, and maintain indigenous biological diversity^, including enhancement where 
appropriate.  

 
Policy 7-1: Responsibilities for maintaining Indigenous Biological Diversity^ 

In accordance with section 62(1)(i) RMA, local authority responsibilities for controlling land^ 
use activities for the purpose of managing indigenous biological diversity^ in the Region are 
apportioned as follows: 

(a) The Regional Council must be responsible for: 

(i) developing objectives, policies and methods for the purpose of establishing a 
Region-wide approach for maintaining indigenous biological diversity^, including 
enhancement where appropriate 

(ii) developing rules^ controlling the use of land^ to protect areas of significant 
indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of indigenous fauna and to maintain 
indigenous biological diversity^, including enhancement where appropriate. 

(b) Territorial Authorities^ must be responsible for: 

(ii) retaining schedules of notable trees and amenity trees in their district plans^ or 
such other measures as they see fit for the purpose of recognising amenity, 
intrinsic and cultural values associated with indigenous biological diversity^, but 
not for the purpose of protecting significant indigenous vegetation and significant 
habitats of indigenous fauna as described in (a)(ii) above. 

(c) Both the Regional Council and Territorial Authorities^ must be responsible for: 

(i) recognising and providing for matters described in section 6(c) RMA and having 
particular regard to matters identified in section 7(d) RMA when exercising 
functions and powers under the RMA, outside the specific responsibilities allocated 
above, including when making decisions on resource consent^ applications. 

 
2.6.4. As proposed by the One Plan, the Regional Council will now be the lead agency for 

indigenous biodiversity management for the region.  This is a shift in approach from the 
status quo, and territorial authorities will no longer have a role controlling activities in rare, 
threatened, or at-risk habitats, as defined in the Proposed One Plan.   
 

2.6.5. The Operative District Plan includes objectives, policies and rules relating to areas of 
indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of indigenous fauna, which now require 
review. 
 

2.6.6. The Proposed One Plan also sets out the regional approach for the management of historic 
heritage3 which includes responsibilities for territorial authorities.  This states that territorial 
authorities are responsible for managing the effects of land use activities on historic 
heritage, including under section 9(2) RMA for activities in the beds of rivers and lakes.

 Issue 7-3 Historic Heritage, Objective 7-3, Policy 7-10 and 7-11  
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District Level Requirements 
 

2.6.7. The Council has a number of strategic policy documents that collectively set out the vision 
for the wider city. The development of each strategic policy document involved extensive 
community and stakeholder consultation prior to formal Council adoption. The Council’s 
strategic policy documents have informed the review of section 17.  At this point in time no 
overarching Heritage Strategy exists4, however, the significance of historic heritage is 
identified in the following Council strategies and plans: 

 
 Palmerston North 10 Year Plan 2009/19 (LTP) 

 Palmerston North Sustainable City Strategy (2010) 

 Urban Design Strategy (2010) 

 Palmerston North Earthquake-Prone Building Policy (2006) 
 

Palmerston North 10 Year Plan (LTP) 
 

2.6.8. The 10 Year Plan (LTP) identifies a vision for the City: 
 

“Palmerston North is recognised as a vibrant, caring, creative and sustainable city.”  
 
2.6.9. Of particular relevance to the District Plan and PPC13 are the City goals outlined in the 10 

Year Plan which seek to achieve an environmentally sustainable city, a city that attracts, 
fosters and retains businesses, and a city where people want to live.  
 
Sustainable City Strategy  
 

2.6.10. The purpose of the Sustainable City Strategy is to ensure linkage between the Council’s 
goals in the 10 Year Plan, the work of individual units within the Council, and the Council’s 
aspiration for Palmerston North to become a sustainable city. The Strategy outlines how the 
Council will work through promoting sustainable practices in areas like energy 
consumption, biodiversity, waste management, community development, housing, public 
transport, land use, economic development and urban design. In particular, driver three 
‘Increasing health and extent of native biodiversity on land and in water’ is relevant to 
PPC13.   
 

2.6.11. Relevant Sub-drivers include: 
 

 Increase planting around the City 

 Continue and increase pest control 

 Actively promote biodiversity 

 Protect the City’s biodiversity.

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Urban Design Strategy  
 

2.6.12. The Urban Design Strategy presents a vision for the physical development of Palmerston 
North that will contribute to the City being recognised as a sustainable city. The Strategy 
identifies five drivers: 

 
 Public Realm  

 Diversity 

 Connectivity 

 Character 

 Environment. 
 

2.6.13. Of particular note is the direction expressed under the driver Character.  Subdrivers 
include, expressing Rangitane culture in the City; active promotion of heritage, key 
buildings and places; celebrating iconic architecture; and strengthening the city’s identity 
and culture. 
 

2.6.14. The drafting of PPC13 recognises and gives effect to the overall direction of the Urban 
Design Strategy, recognising that PPC13 is one method giving effect to Council strategy.  

 
Earthquake-Prone Building Policy 2006  
 

2.6.15. The Council adopted an Earthquake-Prone Building Policy in 2006.  The Policy takes an 
active/passive approach that reflects Council’s determination to reduce earthquake risk 
over time but in a way that is acceptable in social and economic terms to its ratepayers. 
  

2.6.16. The Policy has a specific section relating to Heritage Buildings, acknowledging that 
improving the seismic performance of buildings can have negative consequences in terms 
of heritage value.  Under the Policy, owners of Heritage Buildings have 25 years to 
complete strengthening works.  Support is offered to building owners through the Natural 
and Cultural Heritage Incentive Fund. 
 

2.6.17. The Policy is due for review, which will occur following legislative changes signalled as an 
outcome of the Ministry of Business, Innovation and Employment review of standards, and 
following consultation on the Building Seismic Performance consultation document. 
 
Biodiversity Strategy 2013  
 

2.6.18. The Council adopted a Biodiversity Strategy in 2013 to increase the health and extent of 
biodiversity in Palmerston North. To achieve this, the Strategy proposes actions aimed at: 

 

 increasing Planting, 

 Pest Control 

 Promotion of  Biodiversity 

 Protection and restoration of biodiversity.  

2.6.19. This strategy will provide the Council with guidance for its biodiversity activities. The 
strategy includes a high level vision, principles, actions and measures. Together these 
articulate the aspirations Council has for biodiversity in the City.  
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2.6.20. The strategy sets out various actions which will have relevance for those aspects of section 
17 relating to notable trees, groups of trees, and habits of local significance.    

 
2.7. Supporting Documents and Expert Reports 

2.7.1. In reviewing the Natural and Cultural Heritage section of the Plan, the Council 
commissioned relevant technical reports and supporting documents to inform the 
development and drafting of PPC13.  
These included: 

 

 Survey of Notable Trees for Palmerston North City Council: District Plan Review 2011, 
Survey and Assessments, By Wakeling and Associates Ltd, March – June 2011 

 Proposal for Additions to the PNCC Heritage List - Residential Buildings, Ian Bowman 
and Val Burr – Updated August 2012. 

 
2.7.2. Other supporting reports and studies informing the development of PPC13 include:  
 

 Feedback from the Heritage Houses Consultation  

 Summary of Heritage Buildings: 1997-2012

2.8. Record of Decisions and Consultation on the Draft Plan Change  

2.8.1. In accordance with Clause 3, First Schedule, Resource Management Act 1991, letters were 
sent out to a range of statutory authorities, the Manawatu Wanganui Regional Council, 
neighbouring territorial authorities, the NZHPT and iwi groups.  

 
2.8.2. The Manawatu-Wanganui Regional Council and NZHPT provided feedback on the draft 

plan change, and amendments have subsequently taken place. 
 

 Clarifying the intent of the Proposed One Plan Biodiversity provisions  

 Adopting various amendments from the NZHPT. 
 

2.8.3. Informal consultation also took place with private owners of: 
 

 Scheduled notable trees where a change in tree status has been proposed 

 Buildings included on the NZHPT Register  

 Buildings proposed to be included in the schedules of protected heritage. 
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3. EVALUATION OF ALTERNATIVES AND THE PREFERRED OPTION 

3.1. Introduction 

3.1.1. The requirements under section 32 of the RMA were recently amended.  Section 32 sets 
out the requirements for preparing and publishing evaluation reports. A proposed plan 
change must be evaluated firstly in terms of whether the objective(s) are the most 
appropriate way to achieve the purpose of the Act, and secondly whether the provisions are 
the most appropriate way to achieve the objective(s) of the Plan Change. 

 
3.1.2. To assist in determining whether the alternative, i.e. regulation or other methods, is 

appropriate, the effectiveness and efficiency of the alternative should be considered.  The 
assessment must contain a level of detail that corresponds to the scale and significance of 
the anticipated effects. 

 
3.1.3. The costs and benefits of the environmental, economic, social and cultural effects 

anticipated should be identified and assessed.  Where practicable, these should be 
quantified.  Any opportunities for economic growth and employment (and whether these are 
anticipated to be provided or reduced by the change) must also be assessed.  In 
considering the alternative methods, it is necessary to consider different planning methods 
to achieve the purpose of the Act, including retaining the status quo, non-regulatory 
methods and the proposed plan change.   

 
3.1.4. This part of the Report considers alternatives to the proposed option of introducing new 

objectives, policies and rules relating to managing historic heritage in the Cultural and 
Natural Heritage Section. The following four options are evaluated: 
 
1. Plan change as proposed 

2. The adoption of additional heritage provisions and listing additional heritage buildings 
in Schedule A 

3. Retain the status quo 

4. Market-led approach and facilitate non-regulatory methods. 
 
3.2. Preferred Option - Option One: Plan Change as Proposed 
 
3.2.1. This option includes the broad description of amendments discussed in Part 2 of this 

Report and the detailed amendments to the District Plan detailed in Part 1. 
 

Proposed Plan Change 

The preferred option is to: 

 Retain the existing regulatory framework of objectives, policies and methods, but with 
focused updates that: 

o give effect to the Proposed One Plan 

o follow the direction as set out in the City View Objectives 

o elevate the status of external additions and alterations to Category 2 (non-residential) 
buildings; 

o recognise the challenge built heritage faces from natural hazards and earthquake-
prone status. 

 Update the schedules of historic heritage such that: 

o heritage buildings that have been destroyed, and trees no longer attaining notable 
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status are removed from the schedules 

o additional trees (and groups of trees) assessed as attaining notable status are 
protected 

o buildings included in the NZHPT Register are considered for District Plan protection  

o buildings identified in the Heritage Houses Inventory 2008 are considered for District 
Plan protection in consultation with landowners. 

Benefits 

 Recognises that the current regulatory framework is generally meeting expectations and 
the anticipated environmental results of the Operative Plan.  This suggests that significant 
changes to the framework are not needed 

 Clarifies the need for ongoing identification of historic heritage 

 Amends the policy framework to acknowledge the implications of earthquake-prone 
building status to heritage buildings 

 Amends the policy framework to recognise the benefits of improving the seismic 
performance of earthquake-prone heritage buildings 

 Amends the policy framework to emphasise the need to consider the adaptive re-use of 
heritage buildings in decision-making 

 Recognises and provides for the unique situation where a notable tree is diseased or 
dying 

 Incorporates up-to-date information in the schedules of historic heritage 

 Increases the stock of protected heritage in the City in a targeted way where there is 
under-representation.   

Costs 

 The costs of formulating and implementing new provisions 

 Marginal increase in the costs of resource consent as additional heritage buildings are 
protected 

 Additional pressure is likely to be placed on the Natural and Cultural Heritage Incentive 
Fund in association with an increase in number of eligible applicants. 

Efficiency 

The preferred option represents the most efficient response to the protection and 
management of historic heritage.  Option one recommends making targeted changes to both 
the regulatory framework and the schedules of historic heritage. 
 
This approach is based on two assertions.  Firstly, that the current provisions are operating in 
an efficient manner and therefore do not require significant alteration.  There have been no 
strong signals to suggest otherwise, including a review of resource consent decisions and 
cross-referencing the existing provisions with recommended best practice from the NZHPT.  
 
Secondly, this option recognises that the most efficient approach to ensuring the ongoing 
conservation and retention of historic heritage involves a range of methods.  Much historic 
heritage is held in private ownership and this approach recognises the important role and 
contribution that owners have, particularly regarding ongoing maintenance and conservation.  
Likewise, it is recognised that there is a need to support owners’ efforts to ensure heritage 
buildings do not fall into disrepair.   
 
Where other management methods are in place, changes are proposed to ensure there is no 
duplication of function.  For example, the Proposed One Plan elevates the management of 
indigenous biodiversity on private land to a function for the Regional Council, removing the 
need for the District Plan to control this.  
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Effectiveness 

Option one amends the current regulatory framework to clarify that while the protection of 
historic heritage is a matter of national importance (and therefore requires specific attention) 
that this takes place in the wider construct of sustainable management.  This clarification is 
required to ensure the objectives and provisions are appropriately aligned with the Act. 
 
Significant alterations to the regulatory framework are not proposed, reflecting that there is no 
evidence to suggest the current approach is ineffective.  For example, the performance of the 
current provisions (as shown through resource consent applications) indicates that the 
heritage resource is not deteriorating.  Just two consents for partial demolition have been 
granted between 1997 and 2013.  
 
The recommended approach includes amendments to improve the effectiveness of the 
provisions.  Examples include elevating the status of external additions and alterations to 
Category 2 Scheduled Buildings to Restricted Discretionary Activity status. Likewise, the 
activity status for relocation of Category 1 buildings, and the partial or total demolition of any 
heritage building, is elevated.  These changes provide a more effective management tool to 
ensure the appropriately thorough assessment process takes place.   
 
Alternatively, the recommended approach includes changes to recognise the adaptive re-use 
of heritage buildings, the benefits of structural improvements to earthquake-prone heritage 
buildings, and the importance of considering alternative options before finalising changes. 
 
The recommended approach also acknowledges the limitations of District Plan rules.  For 
example, rules are ineffective against demolition by neglect, natural hazards, or arson.  
Alternatively, the willingness and ongoing contribution of landowners who support heritage 
protection, is crucial.  Changes are proposed to ensure District Plan rules are effective and 
support owners, for example, highlighting the benefits of structural improvements on 
earthquake-prone heritage buildings.    
 

Opportunities for Economic Growth and Employment 

Option one has a negligible impact in terms of economic growth and employment. 
 

Risk of Acting or not Acting if There is Uncertain or Insufficient Information 

There is sufficient information to act as proposed.   
 

Appropriateness 

This option strikes an appropriate balance between the status of heritage protection under the 
Act as a matter of national significance, the performance of the Operative Plan and the need 
to progressively identify heritage buildings and notable trees.  In the absence of a specific 
Palmerston North heritage strategy, this option presents the most appropriate way forward. 
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3.3. Evaluation of Alternative Options 

3.3.1. Option Two: The Adoption of Additional Provisions and Listing of Additional 
Heritage Buildings in Schedule A. 

 

Greater Control and Additional Buildings 

Option two incorporates the changes included in option one (the preferred option), and also 
recommends the following changes: 

 The regulatory framework contains provisions to manage: 

o the subdivision of sites containing historic heritage 

o the construction of ancillary buildings on sites containing historic heritage 

o internal alterations to Category 1 Heritage Buildings 

o external alterations and additions to heritage buildings in the residential zone as 
Restricted Discretionary Activities. 

 The schedules of protected historic heritage are amended to also protect: 

o the houses of the Savage Crescent Conservation Area 

o additional heritage buildings contained within the Heritage Houses Inventory 2008. 

Benefits 

 This approach establishes a more prescriptive management approach to ensure the 
impact of development on historic heritage, including internal alterations, subdivision or 
ancillary buildings on the heritage values of historic heritage  

 Recognises that Palmerston North City has an under-representation of protected heritage 
buildings, and seeks to ensure historic heritage is appropriately protected.  

Costs 

 The costs of formulating and implementing new provisions 

 Increase in the need for resource consent as additional development proposals would 
require consent 

 Increase in the costs of resource consent as a large number of additional heritage 
buildings are protected 

 Places greater cost on the private owners of heritage buildings 

 Likely to place a significant strain on the capacity of the Natural and Cultural Heritage 
Incentive Fund to assist private owners. 

Efficiency 

Option two introduces additional matters of control for managing the potential effects of 
development on historic heritage. 
 
This option does not represent an efficient response.  An assessment of those sites currently 
protected in the Operative Plan suggests that few sites are at risk of the curtilage being 
compromised by either subdivision or the construction of ancillary buildings, and these would 
mostly be in the Residential zone.  The additional regulatory control is not considered an 
efficient response. 
 
This option is also considered inefficient in that protecting the interior of Category 1 buildings 
would first require investigation of Category 1 buildings, and an evaluation made on the 
heritage values of the interiors.   
 
With respect to the houses of the Savage Crescent Conservation Area being included in the 
schedules of protected heritage, this option is inefficient because as this created duplication 
with Operative Plan rules R 7.7.3.1and R 10.7.4.1 (relating to subdivision, the construction of 
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additional dwellings, and the demolition or partial demolition of buildings).   
 
It is considered that this proposal would create additional limitations on private property, and 
the level of regulation is deemed to outweigh any benefits of increased control. 
 

Effectiveness 

Option two presents a highly prescriptive approach to ensure that historic heritage is 
protected from inappropriate subdivision, use or development.   
 
That said, option two does not reflect the premise that protection takes place in the context of 
sustainable management.  Option two establishes an approach based on District Plan 
regulation, without giving equal weight to alternative supportive methods.   
 

Opportunities for Economic Growth and Employment 

Option two has a negligible impact in terms of economic growth and employment. 
 

Risk of Acting or not Acting if There is Uncertain or Insufficient Information 

This option presents some risks as to whether there is sufficient information to justify taking a 
more active approach to the protection of historic heritage. 
 

Appropriateness 

Option two does not strike an appropriate balance between the wider public good of 
protection of historic heritage and the protection of private property rights.  It relies heavily on 
an active District Plan approach where this is not supported by other methods. 
 

 
 
3.3.2. Option Three: Retain Status Quo  
 

Maintain Status Quo 

Retain the existing regulatory framework of objectives, policies and methods contained in the 
Operative District Plan for Section 17: Cultural and Natural Heritage. These provisions could 
be ‘rolled over’.  This option sees no changes made to the schedules of protected historic 
heritage. 
 

Benefits 

 Initially there would be a small reduction in costs to Council as the review of District Plan 
section 17 would potentially be a simple process. 

 

Costs 

 Does not give effect to Council’s statutory responsibilities under section 6 and section 31 
of the RMA 

 Does not give effect to the Regional Council Proposed One Plan approach to managing 
indigenous biodiversity 

 No updates to schedule of notable trees - implication that some trees no longer worthy of 
protection remain protected - to the disadvantage of the landowners 

 No updates to the schedules of protected buildings – implication that the heritage 
schedules continue to have gaps, and does not reflect the goodwill of those owners who 
support heritage listings. 
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Efficiency 

There is a degree of efficiency to this option in that the performance of section 17 (as 
evidenced by lost historic heritage and a review of resource consents for historic heritage) 
indicates the current regulatory framework is reasonably robust.  
 
This option will not result in changes to the objectives and policies, potentially creating 
inefficiencies with respect to the management of indigenous biodiversity as established under 
the Proposed One Plan. 
 
This option is inefficient with respect to natural and cultural heritage that has been destroyed, 
or no longer meets criteria.  The District Plan would not be up-to-date. 
 
This option does not present efficiency in terms of encouraging the adaptive re-use of 
heritage buildings, or structural improvements to earthquake-prone heritage buildings.  
Following option three would result in uncertain policy direction on these matters.  
 

Effectiveness 

Two comments can be made with respect to the effectiveness of this approach.  Firstly, the 
regulatory framework would not be updated to reflect RMA section 6, the Proposed One Plan, 
city direction, nor account for the pressures facing historic heritage with respect to natural 
hazards and earthquake-prone status issues.  As such, this option does not present an 
effective alternative. 
 
Secondly, the Heritage Schedules would not be updated and will therefore be based on out-
of-date information and subsequently not be entirely effective. 
 

Opportunities for Economic Growth and Employment 

Option three has a negligible impact in terms of economic growth and employment. 
 

Risk of Acting or not Acting if There is Uncertain or Insufficient Information 

There is sufficient information to initiate a review at this time. Not acting will mean section 17 
is not up-to-date with the approach of the Sectional District Plan Review.  
 

Appropriateness: 

This alternative is not considered appropriate, particularly because it does not align with the 
City View Objectives or the Proposed One Plan.   

 
 
Option Four: Market-Led Approach and Facilitate Non-Regulatory Methods 
 
3.3.3. The final option is to shift to an advocacy and facilitation approach using non-regulatory 

methods.  
 

Facilitate Non Regulatory Methods 

The Council could release the management of historic heritage to the market and adopt an 
advocacy and facilitation approach using non-regulatory methods.  
 

Benefits 

 Recognises that the ongoing retention and management of historic heritage relies on 
other methods beyond the District Plan regulatory framework 

 Potential for less costs and bureaucracy by limiting the resource consent process, and 
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relying on guidance and support services. 
 

Costs 

 Does not give effect to Council’s statutory responsibilities under section 6 and section 31 
of the RMA 

 Does not remove the need for a plan change to change the rules 

 Does not give effect to the Proposed One Plan in terms of managing indigenous 
biodiversity and historic heritage 

 The success of this option relies on Council resourcing other methods including heritage 
advocacy. 

 No updates to the schedules of protected buildings – implication that heritage register has 
gaps. 

 

Efficiency 

This option presents some efficiency in that it recognises that heritage protection cannot be 
achieved through a District Plan regulatory framework alone.  Nevertheless, District Plan 
rules regarding demolition, external additions and alterations or relocations continue to be the 
most efficient method for ensuring historic heritage is protected from inappropriate 
development.  District Plan listing also enables an assessment of any development proposal 
against Part 2 of the Act and whether sustainable management is achieved.  
 

Effectiveness 

The key matter of concern surrounding the effectiveness of option four is the dynamic nature 
of the market and changing market forces, which would provide no protection to historic 
heritage.  Section 6 of the RMA identifies the protection of historic heritage as a matter of 
national importance, and District Plan protection ensures an ongoing management tool is in 
place.  For example, where an earthquake-prone building also has heritage status, this 
enables an assessment to take place to evaluate the various options in terms of Part 2 of the 
Act.  Removing all forms of District Plan protection does not represent an effective alternative. 
 

Opportunities for economic growth and employment 

Option four has a negligible impact in terms of economic growth and employment. 
 

Risk of Acting or not Acting if There is Uncertain or Insufficient Information: 

The primary risks associated with implementing option four are the uncertainty around the 
cost and ability of Council to resource advocacy and fund non-regulatory incentive 
programmes. 
 

Appropriateness 

Given that heritage is a matter of national importance, and the primary risks associated with 
removing District Plan protection, implementing option four is not considered appropriate.   
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4. IMPLEMENTATION OF PREFERRED OPTION 

4.1. Introduction 

4.1.1. Section 32(1)(b) of the RMA requires an assessment of the extent to which each objective 
is the most appropriate to achieve the purpose of the Act. As discussed in paragraph 1.5.1, 
the Act has an overarching single purpose of sustainable management. The intention of 
PPC13 is to ensure the District Plan is consistent with the purpose of the Act. The 
application of section 5 of the Act involves an overall broad judgement of whether a 
proposal will promote the sustainable management of natural and physical resources. 

 
4.2. Assessment of Proposed Objectives and Policies 

Cultural and Natural Heritage Section Objectives 
 
4.2.1. Only one objective of the Cultural And Natural Heritage section is proposed to be changed 

to read as follows: 
 

Objective C1: To ensure that notable trees, other vegetation, and habitats of local 
significance within the City are appropriately protected. 

 
Examination of Objective in Meeting the Act’s Purpose 
 

4.2.2. The purpose of objective C1 is altered to reflect that the District Plan no longer has the 
primary role managing indigenous biodiversity.  However, the objective gives effect to 
section 5(2)(b),7(d) and section 6(f) of the Act and the Proposed One Plan. 

 
Cultural and Natural Heritage Section Policies 

 
4.2.3. Under section 32(1)(b) of the RMA the Council must examine whether, having regard to 

their efficiency and effectiveness, the policies, rules, or other methods are the most 
appropriate for achieving the objectives of the plan change.  Having established that the 
new objectives are the most appropriate way of achieving the purpose of the Act it is 
necessary to consider if the proposed policies and rules are the most appropriate for 
achieving the objectives.  

 
4.2.4. The following table is an assessment of the key policies of PPC13. The assessment 

evaluates the efficiency and effectiveness of each policy in achieving the objective, taking 
into account the benefits, costs and the risk of acting or not acting if there is insufficient or 
uncertain information (section 32(2)(a), (b) and (c).   
 

4.2.5. Note that the change to Policy B 1.1: Sites and Objects of Cultural and Natural Heritage 
Value to Tangata Whenua, needs not assessed as this is a change to the document format 
and not substantive matters.  Shifting the criteria under Operative Plan Policy 1.1 to 
Appendix E will ensure that section 17 has a consistent format.  The substantive matters 
addressed in Appendix E will need to be reviewed as a separate plan change. 

 

Objective A1: To ensure that areas, buildings and objects of cultural heritage value to 
Palmerston North are appropriately recognised, protected and conserved. 

Key Cultural and Natural Heritage Section Policies 

1.1 To research and, where appropriate, identify buildings and objects of significant cultural 
heritage value according to the criteria listed in Appendix D. 
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1.2 To schedule, where appropriate, identified buildings and objects according to their relative 
cultural heritage values into one of the following categories:  

… 

1.3 To discourage the demolition of scheduled buildings and objects. 

1.4 To avoid, remedy, or mitigate the effects of activities or development which could impair 
or destroy the cultural heritage values associated with scheduled buildings and objects. 

1.5 To encourage the continued use or adaptive reuse of scheduled buildings. 

1.6 To encourage and support owners of earthquake-prone heritage buildings to undertake 
structural improvements that will aid building conservation. 

1.7 To promote public awareness and understanding of the value of heritage and heritage 
conservation. 

Evaluation of Efficiency and Effectiveness taking account of Benefits,  Costs and Risk  

Efficiency and Effectiveness 

The intent of the proposed policies is to state a course of action which is to identify and protect 
heritage buildings, objects and areas.  This course of action is ongoing, recognising that 
heritage protection is an iterative process, evaluating the condition of heritage, and amending 
the appropriate management response. 
 
The policies deliver a framework that is efficient and effective, recognising that the 
management of heritage requires a multifaceted approach. 
 
Policy 1.1 and 1.2 reflect this, by ensuring the research, identification and scheduling of 
buildings, implying that this is ongoing activity and that this takes place over time. 
 
Policies 1.3 to 1.6 recognise that heritage protection takes place in the context of sustainable 
management, and that one of the greatest risks to historic heritage is the pressure of 
inappropriate development and redevelopment.   
 
Policy 1.5 highlights that continued use and adaptive re-use is crucial for the ongoing 
conservation of historic heritage. 
 
Policy 1.7 reflects the importance of heritage awareness, education and promotion, and that 
the other key risk to historic heritage is demolition by neglect.  
 
Historic heritage is a matter of national importance in section 6 of the RMA.  However, it is 
important to recognise that this does not equate to outright protection of historic heritage. 
 
Benefits and Costs 

Heritage retention and protection involves a trade-off of property rights in the interest of 
preserving heritage.  This has benefits and costs for private property and the wider community.  
The proposed policies provide a framework for balancing the benefits and costs. 
 
Economic Growth and Employment 

The policies do not have a direct impact on economic growth or employment. 
 
Risk 

The apparent risk is the potential loss or compromise to the City’s built heritage; historic 
heritage is a finite asset.  The risk of not acting to protect historic heritage is that, once 
destroyed, heritage cannot be replaced. 
 
Alignment with Objective A1  
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The policies support the objective by providing for the retention and protection of heritage 
buildings, objects and areas. 

Objective C1: To ensure that notable trees, other vegetation, and habitats of local 
significance within the City are appropriately protected. 

Key Cultural and Natural Heritage Section Policies 

1.1 To identify and schedule notable trees and groups of notable trees in private ownership 
according to the criteria listed in Appendix F. 

1.2 To identify and schedule habitats of local significance in public and private ownership. 

1.3 To protect scheduled notable trees, groups of notable trees, and habitats of local 
significance. 

To avoid, remedy or mitigate the effects of activities or development which could diminish or 
destroy the cultural, historical, botanical or visual amenity values associated with notable trees, 
groups of notable trees, or habitats of local significance. 

Evaluation of Efficiency and Effectiveness Taking Account of Benefits, Costs and Risk 

Efficiency and Effectiveness  

The policy framework is being altered in two regards to deliver a more efficient and effective 
outcome.  The first is the introduction of habitats of local significance.  This phrase replaces 
significant indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of indigenous fauna that the 
Operative Plan refers to.  The protection and management of indigenous biodiversity have 
been elevated to an issue for the Regional Council, and any area that meets the Proposed 
One Plan definitions of rare, at risk or threatened, no longer requires protection in the District 
Plan.   
 
Reference to sites meeting these criteria may still be included in the Proposed District Plan for 
information purposes.  Some sites are confirmed as meeting these criteria, and control would 
therefore default to the Regional Council.  Nevertheless, these sites are also deemed to be 
habitats of local significance. 
 
In terms of the protection of notable trees, other vegetation, and habitats of local significance, 
the District Plan remains the primary management tool for sites in private ownership.   
 
Benefits and Costs  

The benefit of this approach ensures that only the most outstanding local examples of trees, 
vegetation and bush remnants have specific protection.  The policies identify that heritage 
protection is an ongoing concern, and that the schedules of protected trees, vegetation and 
bush remnants will change over time. 
 
Economic Growth and Employment 

The policies do not have a direct impact on economic growth or employment. 
 
Risk  

The risk of not acting is that notable trees and bush remnants that contribute to the character, 
identity and history of the City will be at risk.  Without appropriate identification and protection 
mechanisms, it is left to individual property owners and market decisions. That approach will 
not ensure the ongoing retention of Palmerston North’s heritage. 
 
Alignment with Objective C1  

The policies support objective one recognising the three-step process of heritage management 
– identification, protection and ongoing management. 
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4.3. Appropriateness of Rules to Achieve Objectives 

4.3.1. PPC13 does not contain significant redrafting of the Cultural and Natural Heritage section in 
the District Plan.  The proposed changes to rules target those provisions that either require 
updating or need clarification. 

 
4.3.2. Only where rules are proposed to be changed do they require an assessment of whether 

they are the most appropriate to achieve the proposed objectives.  
 
4.3.3. The assessment below does not include minor wording changes that ensure consistency 

with the wider District Plan review.  For example, the wording of non-notification clauses, 
and clarifying the phrase ‘Scheduled Tree’ to ‘Scheduled Notable Tree or Group of Notable 
Trees’. 
 

Key Provisions Cultural and Natural Heritage Section 

R 17.5.1 Permitted Activity Rule 
… 
(d) Removal of dead or diseased vegetation, or minor trimming or 

maintenance of any scheduled notable tree, or group of notable 
trees, in order to maintain their state of health. 

 
(e) Destruction or removal of any scheduled tree by the Council or a 

recognised network utility operator where it is confirmed that the 
tree is dead or diseased, or where this is required: 

 as an emergency work to maintain or restore existing power or 
telecommunication links 

 to safeguard life or property 

 for the purpose of containing the spread of disease. 
 
Note to Plan Users 

• In assessing whether works constitute routine maintenance, the 
Council shall be guided by Historic Places Trust publication 
Sustainable Management of Historic Heritage Guide No.3. 

 
• Provided Council has approved the destruction or removal of any 

scheduled notable tree under Rule 17.5.1 (e), the physical removal 
of the notable tree or group of notable trees may be undertaken by 
the Council or a person authorised to do so by the Council.  

 
• For the purpose of determining whether a project is minor trimming 

or maintenance of a scheduled tree or group of trees, reference 
should be made to the Notable Tree Maintenance Register. 

Alignment with Objectives  

Purpose  

The purpose of the additional wording is to confirm that, where notable trees are dying or 
diseased, trimming is appropriate as a permitted activity.  
 
The purpose of the additional note is to provide a reference point for plan users seeking to 
clarify the scope of works anticipated and appropriate as part of minor trimming.  The Notable 
Tree Maintenance Register includes documentation on what maintenance works are likely to 
be required to maintain tree health. 
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This change is considered to be consistent with achieving Objective C1. 
 
The notes to plan users have been updated to provide greater clarity, including where 
external documents may provide guidance.  For Scheduled Buildings and Objects, the 
NZHPT publication Sustainable Management of Historic Heritage Guide No.3 provides 
guidance in determining what constitutes routine maintenance.  Alternatively, the Council 
holds records of Notable Tree maintenance needs, which may provide guidance on 
anticipated minor trimming. 
 

Key Provisions Cultural and Natural Heritage Section 

R 17.6.2 
 

Controlled Activity Rule:  External Alterations and Additions to 
Category 2  Scheduled Buildings located in the Residential Zone

In determining whether to grant consent and what conditions, if any, to 
impose, Council will, in addition to the City View objectives in Section 2 
and Cultural and Natural Heritage objectives and policies, assess any 
application in terms of the following assessment criteria: 
 
Assessment Criteria 
… 
 

Alignment with Objectives  

Purpose:  

Rule 17.6.2 is being changed as external alterations and additions to Category 2 Scheduled 
(Non-Residential) Buildings is elevated to Restricted Discretionary Status.   
 
Category 2 residential dwellings require a different management approach, and it is 
appropriate they remain as a Controlled Activity.   
 
This change is considered to be consistent with achieving objective A1. 
 

Key Provisions Cultural and Natural Heritage Section 

R 17.7.1 
 

Restricted Discretionary Activity 
Relocation of Category 2 Scheduled Buildings and Objects 
 
In determining whether to grant consent and what conditions, if any, to 
impose, Council will, in addition to the City View objectives in Section 2 
and Cultural and Natural Heritage objectives and policies, assess any 
application in terms of the following assessment criteria: 
 
Assessment Criteria

(d) Whether relocation is necessary to save a building or object from 

any natural conditions or disasters.

(f) To ensure that an appropriate methodology is in place to inform 
the relocation. 
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Alignment with Objectives  

Purpose:  

This change is considered to be consistent with achieving objective A1, in the context of the 
amended Resource Management Issues for section 17.  Changes are also proposed 
recognising that Restricted Discretionary activity status is appropriate for relocation of 
Category 2 Buildings and Objects, but that a more rigorous approach is required for Category 
1 Buildings and Objects.

Purpose  

Rule 17.7.2 is being changed in two regards.  First, Category 2 (Non-Residential) Buildings 
are elevated to Restricted Discretionary status.  This change enables a thorough decision-
making process to take place beyond the grounds of Controlled Activity Status.  This shift in 
approach is consistent with Objective A1 and the approach of the District Plan review. 
 
Rule 17.7.2 is also altered to recognise that the seismic performance of heritage buildings is 
an important consideration, and decision-making needs to factor in the benefits that structural 
improvements mean for the life of heritage buildings and objects. 
 
This change is considered to be consistent with achieving objective A1. 
 

Key Provisions Cultural and Natural Heritage Section

Discretionary Activities 
 
The following are Discretionary Activities 
(a) Relocation of Category 1 Scheduled Buildings and Objects.

In determining whether to grant consent and what conditions, if any, to 
impose, Council will, in addition to the City View objectives in Section 2 
and Cultural and Natural Heritage objectives and policies, assess any 
application in terms of the following additional policies: 
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Note to Plan User 
Regarding 17.8.1(c), scheduled areas of bush remnant may also be 
identified as Rare, Threatened or At Risk within the Horizons Regional 
Council One Plan. 
 

Alignment with Objectives  

Purpose  

The relocation of Category 1 Scheduled Buildings and Objects is elevated to Discretionary 
Activity status, recognising this is a more appropriate assessment process for Buildings and 
objects which are of outstanding cultural heritage value to the City. 
 
Rule 17.8.1 is being amended to ensure there is clarity between those areas of indigenous 
bush that fall within the scope of the District Plan, and those that will be managed by the 
Regional Council as per the Proposed One Plan. 
 
While the Proposed One Plan has identified the criteria for determining which sites of 
indigenous biodiversity will be defined as rare, threatened or at risk, this has not yet formally 
taken place.  The Proposed One Plan gives leave for territorial authorities to protect sites on 
the grounds of amenity, intrinsic and cultural values.   
 
As such, the schedule of bush remnant sites have a place within the District Plan framework, 
but is acknowledged that some of these may be elevated to management under the Proposed 
One Plan.  For this reason, a note for clarification purposes is included.  
 
This change is considered to be consistent with achieving objective C1. 
 

Key Provisions Cultural and Natural Heritage Section 

R 17.9.1 
 
 

Non-Complying Activities 
 
The following are Non-Complying Activities 
 
(a) Total or partial demolition of the exterior of any scheduled building 

or the destruction of any scheduled object. 
 

Alignment with Objectives  

Purpose  

To recognise the significance of the total or partial demolition of the exterior of any scheduled 
building, or the destruction of any scheduled object, such activities will be considered as Non-
Complying Activities.   
 
Demolition of a heritage building or object destroys its significance and removes the 
opportunity for future generations to understand the place and its values.  There may be 
certain rare occasions where partial or total demolition of a portion of a historic building or 
object is required, however, this should only be considered if it is imperative for the survival 
and reuse of the greater portion of the building or object.   
 
Non-Complying activity status is appropriate for such buildings and objects and enables a 
rigorous assessment to take place. 
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5. PROPOSED CHANGES TO THE SCHEDULES OF LISTED HERITAGE  

5.1. Appendix 17A: Schedule of Buildings and Objects of Cultural Heritage Value 

5.1.1. PPC13 includes an update to the schedules of Buildings and Objects of Cultural Heritage 
Value.  The effect of the changes as recommended will be a net gain of 22 buildings to the 
Schedule. 

 
Method for Assessing Buildings and Objects of Cultural Heritage Value 
 

5.1.2. Appendix 17D contains the criteria for identifying Buildings and Objects of Cultural Heritage 
Value.  These criteria are unchanged by PPC13. 
 

5.1.3. All buildings and objects included in the Schedule of the Operative District Plan received an 
assessment against these criteria when first scheduled.  A further assessment is not 
required at this time as part of PPC13.  
 

5.1.4. It must be noted that many of these buildings also have earthquake-prone building status 
pursuant to the Building Act 2004; Appendix 6 of this Report provides further information.  
The Building Act, and the Earthquake-prone Building Policy relate to structural 
requirements and the safety of people and property in buildings.  These matters are a 
separate assessment to the Heritage assessment under the District Plan. 

 
Proposed Changes to Appendix 17A: Buildings and Objects to be Removed 
 

5.1.5. Only one change is proposed to the Operative Plan schedule of Category 1 and 2 heritage 
buildings and objects.  All Saints’ Church Hall was a Category 1 listed building that was lost 
to arson in 2007 and, therefore, has been deleted from the schedule.  
 

5.1.6. No further buildings are proposed to be removed from the existing schedules.  Appendix 5 
contains an investigation of the current heritage stock, where building consents, resource 
consents and heritage funding has taken place.   

 
Proposed Changes to Appendix 17A: Heritage Homes to be Added 

 
5.1.7. The 2005 State of the Environment Report identified an under-representation of residential 

heritage buildings.  The Council commissioned Ian Bowman to undertake an investigation 
of up to 50 residential buildings that could be considered to have heritage values.   
 

5.1.8. Following the release of the Heritage Homes: Residential Heritage Inventory, and in 
consultation with the owners of these buildings, 15 additional heritage buildings are 
proposed to be scheduled in the District Plan.  District Plan protection is being 
recommended where owners have indicated support for this outcome.  The buildings 
proposed to be scheduled are as follows:

5.1.9. The NZHPT Register contains 46 listings for buildings and objects in the Palmerston North 
area.   
 

5.1.10. Of the 46 listed on the Register of Historic Places, 12 of these do not have District Plan 
protection under the Palmerston North City District Plan.  
  

5.1.11. It is the Council’s approach to recommend District Plan protection in the first instance.  The 
owners of these buildings were contacted with respect to protecting these buildings as part 
of PPC13.  Only one5 specifically requested an exclusion from the Plan Change process.

5.1.13. It should be noted that four of these were previously located in the Manawatu District 

Council, but were within the Boundary Change Area.  Manawatu District Council and 
Palmerston North City Council entered into a joint boundary adjustment process which has 
been approved by the Local Government Commission.  The listing of these buildings in the 
Palmerston North City District Plan will be assessed at the time of Proposed Plan Change 
15: Rural Zone and Boundary Change. 
 
 

5.2. Appendix 17C: Schedules of Notable Trees, Groups of Notable Trees, and Habitats of 
Local Significance 

5.2.1. PPC13 also includes an update to Appendix 17C.  The effect of the changes as 
recommended will be a net gain of 11 Notable Trees or Groups of Trees.   
 
Method for Assessing Notable Trees and Groups of Notable Trees 
 

5.2.2. Appendix 17F of section 17 contains the criteria for identifying Notable Trees, and Groups 
of Trees.  The criteria are unchanged within PPC13. 
 

5.2.3. In 2011, Council commissioned Wakeling and Associates to complete a survey of Notable 
Trees and Groups of Trees.  This included assessments of trees already protected in the 
District Plan, and additional trees that were considered potentially eligible for protection 
based on public consultation. 
 

5.2.4. Mr Wakeling completed his assessment using a modified version of the Standard Tree 
Evaluation Method (STEM), designed by Ron Flook6.  The STEM methodology is a tool for 
objectively assessing amenity trees against the criteria in Appendix 17F. 

 
Threshold for Notable Tree Status 
 

5.2.5. Mr Wakeling also re-evaluated the threshold for identifying Notable Trees.  The current 
threshold is 160 points, and this is proposed to remain unchanged.  It is considered that 
160 points captures the most notable trees – specimens that are considered stable, have a 
reasonably long life expectancy, and whose presence makes a significant impact in the 
landscape.  A threshold lower than this (150 points) would include many more trees, but 
many would have serious flaws, or be in poor condition.

5.2.6. Following on from Mr Wakeling’s report, seven individual trees and two groups of trees 

were assessed as no longer meeting the criteria for notable tree status, or have been 
removed by resource consent. 
 

5.2.7. In addition to the 2011 Survey, Mr Wakeling has assessed a further five trees in 2013. 
Following the survey work, and consultation with owners, 20 notable trees (or groups of 
notable trees), are proposed to be added to Schedule C.  
 

5.2.8. Schedule C contains 20 notable trees (or groups of trees) that are in Council ownership.  
Mr Wakeling has reviewed the management arrangement for these trees and has advised 
that District Plan protection is not necessary as other management tools exist, for example, 
the Palmerston North City Council Tree Policy.  While there are merits to this proposal, 
PPC13 does not make this recommendation on two grounds.  Firstly, the Tree Policy is not 
up-to-date and is currently under review, creating uncertainty about the final scope and 
powers.  Secondly, District Plan protection affords a greater degree of certainty and 
significance to notable trees that is not matched by general Council policy.  As such, it is 
not recommended to follow this action at this time, and these trees will remain in the 
schedules. 
 

5.2.9. If Council receives submissions to Proposed Plan Change 13 for the inclusion of Notable 
Trees or Groups of Trees within the Boundary Change Area formerly located in Manawatu 
District Council, it will be recommended that these be addressed as part of Proposed Plan 
Change 15: Rural Zone and Boundary Change Area. 

 
Habitats of Local Significance 
 

5.2.10. Threatened Indigenous Biological Diversity is identified as one of the four keystone 
environmental issues of the Proposed One Plan.  The Regional Council will now be the 
lead agency for indigenous biodiversity management in the region by controlling activities in 
rare habitats, threatened habitats and at-risk habitats.   
 

5.2.11. The Proposed One Plan has identified the criteria for determining which sites of indigenous 
biodiversity will be considered as rare, threatened or at risk.  These criteria are set out in 
Schedule E of that document.  The intention is that these criteria will be used when a site is 
brought to the attention of the Regional Council, or an activity such as vegetation clearance 
or land disturbance is proposed.  It is not intended that a definitive list of sites will be 
created. 
 

5.2.12. Of those sites currently scheduled in section 17 Appendix 17C, the following have been 
have been categorised by the Regional Council.

R1 Akers Road Bush 

R6 The Victoria Esplanade 

R9 Bledisloe Park 

R11 Ashhurst Domain

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R4 Bells Road Bush 

 
5.2.13. Other sites may also be identified as Rare, Threatened or At Risk, following further 

research or investigation by the Regional Council at a future date. 
 

5.2.14. The Proposed One Plan provides leave (Policy 7-1(b)(ii)) for territorial authorities to protect 
sites for the “purpose of recognising amenity, intrinsic and cultural values associated with 
indigenous biological diversity”.  
 

5.2.15. No changes are proposed to the schedule of ‘Areas of Significant Indigenous Vegetation’ 
identified in the Operative Plan, other than a renaming to ‘Habitats of Local Significance’, to 
avoid confusion with the Proposed One Plan. 
 

5.2.16. It is recognised that, when a formal evaluation of these sites is completed by Horizons 
Regional Council, some (or all) of these sites may be classified as rare, threatened or at 
risk.  A note is added to the schedule advising plan users to discuss this with Horizons and 
determine whether the resource consent is required from both Councils.   
 

5.2.17. If Council receives submissions to Proposed Plan Change 13 for the inclusion of Habitats of 
Local Significance within the Boundary Change Area formerly located in Manawatu District 
Council, it will be recommended that these be addressed as part of Proposed Plan Change 
15: Rural Zone and Boundary Change Area. 
 
 

6. STATUTORY EVALUATION 

Section 5: Purpose of the Act 
 
6.1.1. The purpose of the Act (section 5(1)) is to promote the sustainable management of natural 

and physical resources. Enabling people to make provision for their social, economic and 
cultural well-being and health and safety, is qualified by the goals described in paragraphs 
(a), (b) and (c) of section 5(2) as follows: 

  
(a) Sustaining the potential of natural and physical resources (excluding minerals) to meet 

the reasonably foreseeable needs of future generations; and 

(b) Safeguarding the life supporting capacity of air, water, soil and ecosystems; and 

(c) Avoiding, remedying, mitigating any adverse effects of activities on the environment. 
 

6.1.2. The definition of “sustainable management” refers not only to “… avoiding, remedying, or 
mitigating any adverse effects …” but also the conjunctive requirement of “sustaining the 
potential of natural and physical resources … to meet the reasonably foreseeable needs of 
future generations.”  
 

6.1.3. With respect to historic heritage, this is a finite natural and physical resource; it cannot be 
replaced.  Meeting the reasonable foreseeable needs of future generations requires a 
consideration of how this finite resource should be used, and what is necessary to ensure 
there is a balance between enabling people to make provision for their social, economic 
and cultural well-being and health and safety, while ensuring that future generations are not 
deprived of the benefits of historic heritage.  
 

6.1.4. The Objectives and Policies of PPC13 are founded on a statutory obligation to manage the 
use and development of physical resources in a way that sustains the potential of physical 
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resources to meet the reasonably foreseeable needs of future generations while managing 
environmental effects.  
 

6.1.5. On this basis, PPC13 is considered consistent with promoting the purpose of the Act.  
 

Section 6: Matters of National Importance  
 
6.1.6. Section 6 of the Act identifies the matters of national importance for consideration. Matters 

of national importance relevant include: 
 

(c) the protection of areas of significant indigenous vegetation and significant habitats of 
indigenous fauna 

(e) the protection of historic heritage from inappropriate subdivision, use and development. 
 
6.1.7. With respect to PPC13, section 6(c) responsibilities are shifted to the Manawatu-Wanganui 

Regional Council in accordance with the Proposed One Plan.  The District Plan still has a 
role protecting indigenous bush remnants for amenity, intrinsic or cultural values.  
 

6.1.8. PPC13 specifically contains a regulatory framework to ensure the identification and 
protection of historic heritage.  PPC13 is, therefore, considered to have particular regard to 
these matters, as required by section 6 of the Act. 

 
Section 7: Other Matters 

 
6.1.9. In achieving the purpose of this Act, all persons exercising functions and powers under it, in 

relation to managing the use, development and protection of natural and physical 
resources, shall have particular regard to: 

 
(aa) the ethic of stewardship: 

(b)  the efficient use and development of natural and physical resources: 

(c)  the maintenance and enhancement of amenity values: 

(d)  intrinsic values of ecosystems: 

(f)  maintenance and enhancement of the quality of the environment: 

(g) any finite characteristics of natural and physical resources 
 
6.1.10. The proposed regulatory framework of PPC13 includes the management of historic 

heritage, notable trees, groups of trees, and habitats of local significance.  These finite 
physical resources require an ethic of stewardship, contribute to wider amenity values, and 
the quality of the environment. PPC13 ensures that a targeted planning response to assess 
development against these principles, and is, therefore, considered to have particular 
regard to these matters, as required by section 7 of the Act. 

 
Section 8: Treaty of Waitangi 

 
6.1.11. Section 8 also requires the consideration of the principles of the Treaty of Waitangi.  

 
6.1.12. Section 17 of the District Plan includes sites of significance to tangata whenua. However, 

PPC13 does not propose any changes with respect to the policy framework or identified 
scheduled sites.  A review of this part of section 17 will take place in conjunction with a 
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review of Section 3: Tangata Whenua and Resource Management, and further engagement 
with Rangitane on methods for recognising and protecting sites and objects of cultural and 
natural heritage value to tangata whenua. 

 
Other Matters to be Considered  

 
6.1.13. The Act requires consideration to also be given to other statutory documents where these 

are relevant. Those documents include: 
 

 Any National Policy Statement 

 New Zealand Coastal Policy Statement 

 Any Regional Policy Statement 

 Regional Plans 

 Plans of adjacent territorial authorities 

 Relevant management plans under other statutes 

 Relevant planning documents recognised by an iwi authority 

 Register of Historic Places, Historic Areas, Wāhi Tapu and Wāhi Tapu Areas 
 

Summary 
 
6.1.14. On the basis of the above assessment, with reference to other discussion and assessments 

in this Report, the proposed framework presented in PPC13 is consistent with Council’s 
statutory obligations under the RMA. 
 

6.1.15. Overall, it is considered that the proposed objectives, policies, rules and other methods are 
necessary to address the significant resource management issues identified in the Report. 
The plan change provisions will enable the community to provide for their social, economic 
and cultural well-being (section (5)(2)); recognise and provide for the protection of historic 
heritage (section 6(f)); enable the efficient use and development of physical resources 
(section 7(b)); provide for the maintenance and enhancement of amenity values and the 
quality of the environment (section 7(c) and (7(f)) as required under Part 2 of the Act. 
 

6.1.16. This evaluation has been undertaken in accordance with section 32 of the Act in order to 
identify the need, benefits and costs arising from PPC13 and the appropriateness of the 
proposed approach having regard to its effectiveness and efficiency relative to other means 
of achieving the purpose of the Act. The evaluation demonstrates that the proposed plan 
change meets the requirements of section 32 of the Act. 
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Appendix 3 
 
Feedback from the Heritage Houses Consultation 
 
Introduction 

In order to fulfill Council’s statutory functions under the Resource Management Act, there is a 
requirement to look after the City’s heritage.  The protection of historic heritage is recognised in 
law as a matter of national importance. 
 
Internationally, the conservation of heritage is recognised as instilling people with a sense of 
continuity and identity through: 
 

 teaching us about the past and the culture of those who came before us; 

 providing a context for community identity whereby people relate to the land and those who 
have gone before; 

 providing variety and contrast and a measure by which we can compare the achievements of 
today; 

 providing visible evidence of the continuity between past, present and future. 
 
In other words, heritage helps tell the story of Palmerston North for current and future generations. 
   
Of the approximately 31,000 houses in the City, only 15 have any form of recognition or protection 
of their heritage value.  The 47 houses researched are representative of different architectural 
styles and, in some cases, have significance because of previous owners.   
 
Summary of Responses 

The Council undertook consultation with the owners of the 47 houses during November 2012 – 
January 2013.  The majority of respondents have indicated that they are not supportive of District 
Plan protection.  The breakdown of responses can be summarised as follows: 
 

 15 owners expressed some form of support,  

 27 owners expressed opposition,  

 5 owners did not respond.  
 

Key Points of Submission 

Like any city or town, Palmerston North owners had a diverse range of views on heritage matters 
generally and, more specifically, the protection of heritage buildings.  This spectrum of views 
included owners who were strongly in favour, to those categorically opposed.   
 
The following is a summary of the key points and issues raised by owners.  They are grouped into 
three overarching topics: 
 
1. The Value of Heritage and the Identification of Heritage Buildings 

2. The Impacts of Heritage Protection 

3. The Support Council provides to Heritage Building Owners 
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1. The Value of Heritage & Identifying Heritage Buildings 

 Many owners acknowledged that there is an inherit value of heritage, and recognised the 
importance of protecting or safe guarding this for the future 

 Many owners disagreed with the heritage information collated and, consequently, the 
significance of the ‘heritage value’ associated with their house 

 Some owners did not dispute that their house had some degree of heritage value 

 Some owners were strongly appreciative of this project, identifying that the research confirmed 
the values that they themselves saw in the houses 

 Some owners raised questions and concerns about the approach of this project, for example, 
instead of a representative selection of houses, the Council should be looking at heritage 
suburbs or streets 

 Some comments were received that the 47 houses identified did not resemble the most 
‘outstanding’ heritage buildings in the City and, consequently, not all the buildings researched 
warranted protection 

 Some owners thought that Council’s attention should be focused on commercial and publicly 
owned heritage buildings, as these had greater street presence, and are more publicly 
accessible.   

 
2. The Impacts of Heritage Protection 

 On weighing up the costs and benefits of heritage protection, many owners did not consider 
there was sufficient (or any) benefit for supporting District Plan protection of their house 

 Many owners saw this project as an invasion of private property rights and privacy.  This 
included some owners who recognised the inherit value of heritage, but nevertheless objected 
to the loss of self-determination over their private property 

 There was concern about the impacts on insurance premiums and what requirements would 
be in place in the event of a fire or earthquake   

 Some owners expressed uncertainty about how heritage protection may impact on the 
livability of their house  

 Some owners raised the issue of earthquake structural performance; whether structural 
improvements would be required, and how this could co-exist with heritage protection 

 There was some concern expressed about the property values, market demand for heritage 
buildings, and possible impact on resale. Other owners did not consider this to be a factor of 
concern 

 Some houses were owned as investment properties, and owners considered heritage 
protection did not align with the redevelopment goals for which the property was first 
purchased  

 Many owners (including those in support of heritage) could not support protection given the 
uncertainty about future changes to the planning rules. 
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3. The Support Council provides to Heritage Building Owners 

 There were many strong opinions about the Council’s role in supporting heritage building 
owners and the need for Council to do more to help offset the private costs of District Plan 
protection 

 In particular, most owners expressed concern at the limited financial capacity of the Natural 
and Cultural Heritage Incentive Fund to provide assistance 

 Alternatively, some owners were supportive of the Natural and Cultural Heritage Incentive 
Fund, identifying that in other jurisdictions no such funding exists 

 Many owners felt that the Council needed to increase the level of support offered to heritage 
building owners. 

 
Consultation Conclusion 

Discussions about heritage, and the protection of heritage, will always involve a large number of 
buildings held in private ownership.  The feedback provided as part of this project presents a 
valuable insight from the perspective of landowners, and highlights the key issues from a 
landowner point of view.   
 
As such, the responses expressed provide an important contribution to help shape future heritage-
related planning projects in Palmerston North, and any discussion about the Council’s role in 
protecting Palmerston North’s historic heritage.
